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The Villager

Diana Maclean volunteered to drive a 4WD vehicle carrying
humanitarian aid from UK to Ukraine under a scheme run by
Pickups for Peace (P4P). Here she is acknowledging the
support of our villagers who assembled at the Mapledurwell
pond to wish her and her co-driver Graeme Bon Voyage.

On going to press we have heard that after four days’ hard driving
they have reached their destination. The last leg was with 28 other
P4P-supplied vehicles in convoy and with a military escort. We
understand that Diana’s journey was not without incident with various
mechanical problems dogging them enroute. Her convoy is the first
one of this year and all the drivers are being accommodated for two
nights in Ukraine before travelling by train or bus to Poland for their
flights back to UK. Diana has reported that there is a substantial bar
in the hotel air-raid shelter!

P4P was the initiative of Scottish farmers who, from the beginning of
last year have organised regular aid convoys to Ukraine. Their idea
has spread across the country and Diana collected her vehicle from a
Wiltshire farm where it has received its new army green colour and
roadworthiness checks. Volunteer drivers have delivered over 250
vehicles to date, each self-funding their travel costs.

Such has been the enthusiast response, that sponsorship for Diana’s
journey on her Just Giving page has resulted in a significant sum
towards meeting some of the procurement costs of vehicles, medical
and other equipment. In the above picture, she is expressing her
heartfelt appreciation for this. In her message to everyone, she spoke
of the tremendous confidence this has given her to get the job done.
On behalf of the beleaguered Ukrainian population who are the
ultimate benefactors, she knows they would wish her to pass on their
sincere vote of thanks as well.

you will notice on the live system there is an option
for you to share the message on Facebook and twitter
and you can leave a reply to the alert.

I’d like to take this opportunity to issue some wider
advice to those who have horse tack and equipment.

Firstly, make sure everything is locked up securely.
We have had incidents where doors have been left
unlocked offering an easy access point for intruders.

In addition, we would encourage yard or stable
owners to consider the following:

- Secure tack room windows on the inside with solid
iron bars (not tubular steel)

- Secure all doors with good quality locks; use bolts
(not screws) on the hinges

- If possible, create a physical barrier across a door.
If you are an owner of heavy plant machinery then
you could consider parking this in front of a door to
block off access to any valuable equipment.

- Mark your tack, perhaps with your post code, using
an ultraviolet pen

- display warning signage advertising CCTV
- secure gates with substantial padlocks, and heavy

duty chains
- reverse top hinges on gates to prevent lifting
-  install security lights and an intruder alarm.

HAMPSHIRE cOUNTy cOUNcIL 
PARISH-FUNDED 20MPH POLIcy
Following pressure from councillors and communities
for a default 20mph limit in certain locations and
circumstances, Hcc ran a public consultation.

The ‘Decision Day’ 15 January report from the
consultation details recommendations as extracts below.

TRAFFIc MANAGEMENT POLIcy UPDATE:
20 MPH SPEED LIMITS & ZONES
2. Recommendations .... to incorporate an updated policy
position on 20mph speed limits and zones that includes a
mechanism for Parish and Town councils to request
20mph speed restrictions, on a full cost recovery basis.

7. All proposed speed limit changes will require approval
from the county council, as the Highway Authority, and
will need to meet the technical criteria set out.

9. The procedure for making an order, as provided under
The Local Authorities' Traffic Orders (Procedure) (England
and Wales) Regulations 1996, will apply to every
application and consultation will be required and due legal
process followed. In some cases, the outcome of this
process may mean a scheme cannot go ahead.

34. An application form will be produced and made
available shortly which will be subject to a non-refundable
application fee of £175.

35. currently the fee to progress a Traffic Order, which
includes the statutory consultation process to make any
speed limit changes legal... is approximately £10,000. This
fee does not include the costs associated with the
investigation, design and installation of the scheme [or]
the £320 commuted sum, which covers the costs of future
maintenance responsibility for each new sign installed.
... Parish and Town councils will be responsible for all
scheme costs up front and a scheme may be refused at
the Traffic Order stage, ie without a speed limit change
ever being delivered.. the costs will not be refundable.

38. 20mph speed limits will only be considered where
existing ‘before’ mean traffic speeds are below the 24 or
26mph threshold respective to the hierarchy of roads.
Additional traffic calming measures may be possible in
some cases in order to achieve the required mean speeds
but this will need to be at the applicants own expense.

41. Hampshire & Isle of Wight constabulary do not
support the introduction of 20mph speed limits in general
terms because there is no evidence, according to the
Department for Transport, that accidents are reduced (or
increase) with their implementation and because mean
speeds only reduce by 1-2 mph.

By the end of this month, it will be
Easter – but how doers Easter
make you feel?

We all know our faces show the
way we feel. Sometimes we try to
hide it, but we’re not always so
great at hiding how we feel.
Today, I don’t want you to hide it!
I want you to read this story, and
as you do, I want you to doodle
faces to show how the people in
the story feel about what is
happening.

It was early in the morning on the
first day of the week when some
women went to visit the tomb
where their friend,
Jesus, had been
buried. 

He had been crucified and died on
a cross. He was buried in a
borrowed tomb and the
women were going to
put spices on His
body. 

When they arrived at the tomb,
the women discovered that the
stone that had covered
the entrance had
been rolled away. 

When they looked
inside the tomb, they
had the biggest
surprise of all. The
tomb was empty! They
thought someone had
stolen Jesus’
body. 

Suddenly, two men in
bright shining clothes came and
stood beside the women. In their
fright, they bowed down with their
faces to the
ground. 

The men spoke to the women and
said, "Jesus is not here; He has
risen! Don't you
remember what He
told you when He
was in Galilee?" 

Then the women remembered
what Jesus had told them and
they were no longer afraid. Their
fear turned to happiness and they
went back and told Jesus' disciples
what they had seen and that Jesus
had risen, just as He
had told them He
would. What a
happy day! 

you and I have reason to be
happy on Easter Day. We’re happy
because we know that Jesus rose
from the grave and that He lives
forever. But we’re also happy
because we know that the Bible
tells us that when he died and
came back to life, he was able to
get rid of everything we ever did
and give us a brand new start.

The name Maundy Thursday comes
from the word mandatum,
‘commandment’. In John 13.34 we
read that Jesus said to his disciples at
the Last Supper: ‘I give you a new
commandment, that you love one
another. Just as I have loved you, you
also should love one another.’ It
contains a rich complex of themes:
humble christian service expressed
through christ’s washing of his
disciples’ feet, the institution of the
Eucharist, the perfection of christ’s
loving obedience through the agony
of Gethsemane.

On Maundy Thursday we will be
meeting together in All Saints church,
Odiham at 7.30pm for a quiet and
reflective service as we take time to
prepare ourselves and to walk with
christ towards the horror of the cross
and the joy of Easter Day. Our service
will fall into two parts.  The first part
will be a communion service during
which we will recall the institution of
the Lord’s Supper, and enact christ’s
command to ‘do this to remember me’.

The second part will be a Tenebrae,
which is a service of shadows in which
darkness symbolically encroaches as
we step closer to christ’s death on
Good Friday. The service is structured
around nine short readings and after
each reading a candle is extinguished,
until the church is in darkness, and we
leave quietly as we prepare for Good
Friday.
