Matters Arising from Minutes.

The Chairman registered to receive update requests via e mail on Minerals & Waste.

Objections were sent to Cllr.Andrew Bowles, Cllr. Rick Barnicott, Cllr. Lloyd Bowen and Gordon Henderson MP but received no response.  Hugh Robertson MP was also contacted to which the Chairman received two replies confirming his support to the Parish Council stating that he had passed his concerns onto KCC. However no acknowledgement was received by The Chairman regarding this issue from KCC.  The Chairman voiced his concern with the disappointing response from local representatives.

Parish Maintenance Scheme.

The Parish Council are still awaiting the new directional sign ordered on 10th January for Stone Crossing, Buckland from KCC.  

A new BT pole has been erected in Norton Lane outside No.1 Wheelwrights Cottage.

Norton Lane was closed to lay new BT cables.  No notification was received for this.

Gypsies have removed concrete bollards with a crane and taken up residents in the old Wyevale Nursery Site. Owners of the site Legal & General were informed and they were removed by Bailiffs.

The path on the A2 from Lower Norton Lane towards Faversham has been reported as overgrown several times to SBC.  They confirmed this would be cleared by 30th September.

Ragwort spraying has been completed at the Old Wyevale Nursery site.

A ditch is due to be dug on the left hand side of the Old Wyevale Nursery site looking from the A2 as a security measure by Legal & General to deter further encampment of gypsies.
