3. Minutes of the meeting held 22/09/2021 were unanimously approved and were signed as a true and correct record by the Chairman H Bainbridge.
4. Matters Outstanding
a. Chimney Down S106 & Commemorative Trees. It was proposed to reserve/purchase four bare rooted trees for the Jubilee/D of E by M Williams and seconded A Brown and unanimously agreed. Trees need to be planted while dormant. Quotes for tree protection for Chimney Down still being obtained.
b. Parish Paths Partnership Scheme – The DCC Parish Paths Liaison Officer for PROW has offered to meet with the Clerk and Councillors on how to successfully implement the scheme. Clerk to arrange meeting.

7. Model Standing Orders- H Corcoran proposed and M Williams seconded and it was unanimously agreed to adopt the revised Standing Orders.
8. Police reports – Email alerts are shared via BGPC’s Facebook page which is accessible to the public.
9. District and County Councillors’ Reports – Ray Radford sent his report.
10. Correspondence – email from Hockworthy resident about surface water from Staple Cross to Hole Lane – Clerk has contacted DCC. Email from Huntsham resident about obtaining free recycling litter bins for Huntsham. However these bins were only available to areas in towns with high footfall.
11. Clerk’s report – The Clerk attended sessions from DCC’s Parish & Town Council Conference hosted on Teams. There are still three Councillor Vacancies in Huntsham and one in Hockworthy. Interested persons to email the Clerk.
12. Councillors’ reports and items for future agendas – M Williams gave an update on broadband in Huntsham with a completion of the project expected in February. M Williams asked for the provision of bins around Huntsham to be an item for consideration on a future agenda. There were concerns about the lack of road markings at South Hele Cross, Clerk to report the matter to DCC.
