Charlwood Parish Council has no comment with regard to this building application but if approved there should be absolutely no further development permitted on this Green Belt site that has already seen a sand school, stables, summer house, and kennels built. This should include refusing the Appeal for a separate two bed dwelling, and the refusal of the other current planning application for a garage/games room MO/2021/2019 and action to be taken on the building of the barn, planning application MO/2020/1868 refused twice but built regardless. It should be noted that there are a number of portacabins on site that have been there for over a year and that the Parish Council are still awaiting a response from a visit the Planning Enforcement Officer made in July 2021. All applications should adhere to MV Policy CS 19 which is Sustainable Construction, Renewable Energy and Energy Conservation. Consideration to the neighbours needs to be taken in handling this development, particularly following the severe hedge pruning that has taken place, removing a source of wildlife habitat.

Charlwood Parish Council request that this application is reviewed by the Planning Committee and is not delegated to Council Officers. 
The Parish Council welcomes a new building that will be net zero carbon but is disappointed at the loss of an attractive building more in keeping with the local area. Moreover it should be noted that a 10-bedroom proposal, all with ensuites, is excessive for a family home.
On the ecology side we bring your attention to the data search in the PEA. SBIC don’t hold bat records and the applicant would have been told to request the data from the bat group, which doesn’t appear to have happened. We therefore request an updated and more complete report.
With reference to the exceptionally rare Bechsteins bats in the MVDC Local Plan. Around Charlwood, a lot of work has been done and we have a real ‘hotspot’ here with several colonies. It is critically importance that the bat population in Charlwood is able to strengthen and become an expansion group for areas where populations have become dangerously depleted. The Parish Council is pleased that a bat nesting roost is planned to be installed in the lake treehouse, however, we would like to see this in place for a season prior to the works commencing on the house. This is to allow time for the human smells at the nest location to disperse and give time for the bat population to find and explore the facility. 
The Parish Council trusts that MVDC has assessed the waste treatment and consider it sufficient for a property with this number of bedrooms. 
The Parish Council note the comments from the neighbours and request that when reviewing this application the previously granted applications - Pool Room MO/2020/1460 and Games/Plant Room MO02020/1738 - are also borne in mind.
If the application is approved, the Parish Council requests the following conditions be applied:
· Significant increase in native hedging to be installed around the perimeter both for habitat value and to increase privacy for the neighbours
· Consideration should be given to the positioning of water run-off bearing in mind that this property is not on mains drainage. Any new cesspit should be constructed well away from existing properties and trees.
· Consideration should be given to neighbours during the construction phase with the boundary fences replaced accordingly before any construction work begins.
· For the reduction of distraction and disorientation of bats and for the privacy of neighbours, windows on the north side of the building should be fitted with blinds set to auto close at dusk
· No amplified music should be played outside after the hours of 20.00
