SCIENCE EXPERIMENTS 
TO DO AT HOME
Are you looking for some 
exciting science experiments 
this summer? Thanks to the 
Reconnect Programme, children 
can access free experiments 
through the CREST Awards. 

Backed by the British Science 
Association, the CREST Awards 
introduce children to learning 
through their own science 
experiments. The hands-on 
investigations are fun, easy to 

understand (no science knowledge 
needed from adults!), use common 
resources found in the home, and 
each one only takes 45mins to  
1 hour to complete.

Once 8 challenges are completed, 
child is awarded a CREST Award, 
consisting of a certificate 
celebrating their achievement  
and a patch to recognise their 
hard work.
