REPORTS-  Cllr Wild reported :

Shropshire Council has held a pilot scheme of not sending out paper copies for planning applications as this is very expensive and quite often the parish councils do not comment


Transparency grants  are available and she suggested purchasing an A3 printer to print out plans which the parish councillors or public wished to see. 40% of planning applications are now made on line.


Re planning application for broiler units at Upton Magna – she said Shropshire had the highest percentage of broiler units in the country. Sheds may be on the northern fringe of the Parish .

Upton Magna Parish council were worried about the roads and more traffic and pull ins were to be made. Also the smell but it was pointed out that there was very little smell from broiler units.


The chairman asked if it was appropriate to put in an objection to support other parish councils as there was no case for Wroxeter.


Retention of telephone box – she suggested putting an article in the village magazine. 


There is now a definitive map for the next Broadband roll out 


She agreed that there was a problem with Emstrey roundabout and Shropshire Council & Highways England were working on this.

PLANNING MATTERS

a) 16/04091/FUL – Wroxeter Court, Brookside,Wroxeter. Change of Use of land for the siting of 10 touring caravans, 5 shepherds’  huts and construction of ancillary washing facilities

The Parish Council objects to this application agreeing with the objection from English Heritage. The Council also noted the dangers of exiting from Patch Lane onto the Ironbridge Road and its associated accident record. There is also a large caravan facility being developed nearby at Shropshire Leisure.
b 16/04965/EIA – Proposed Poultry Units North of Rea Farm,. Upton Magna – construction of two broiler poultry houses, associated feed silos, woodchip boiler and store, photovoltaic solar panels, ancillary equipments and creation of new access road
