1. ELECTION of 2012/2013 Chairman: Cllr M Jones nominated Cllr B Nelson, Seconded by Cllr M Millington and all in favour. Cllr Nelson signed his Declaration of Acceptance of Office and was duly elected.

2. ELECTION of 2012/2013 Vice Chairman: Cllr D Millington nominated Cllr L Davies, Seconded by Cllr V Amos and all in favour. Cllr Davies was duly elected.

3. APOLOGIES: Cllrs L Davies, C A Eade, J Guttridge, V McChesney, S Rowlands & SV Cllr C Wild. Accepted. 
4. PRESENT:  Cllrs B Nelson (Chairman), V Amos, M Jones, D Millington, M Millington, Nr D Strefford of Donnington & Mr R A Pittaway (Clerk).
5. DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL OR PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS: None.
6. REPORTS: The Clerk had circulated Cllr Wild’s annual parish report.
7. MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING on 12th March 2012 that had been circulated were accepted by all who were then present and signed by the Chairman.
8. ARISING FROM THE MINUTES:

a) Uppington white-lining – 6a. It was reported that the work had still not been done so the Clerk would pursue with SC Highways again.
b) Glebe Farmhouse road flooding – 6b.  Cllr Nelson outlined he had recently emailed SC Highways on various matters but as he had yet to receive a response he would be pursuing further.
