Welcome and Announcements
In the absence of Cllr R Harper (Chairman), Cllr S Heeley Chaired the Meeting and opened proceedings at 7:18pm.  Cllr R Gittins attended the meeting with eight members of the public.

Minutes of the last Annual Parish Meeting on 1st May 2018
Councillors were reminded that the draft minutes had been informally signed off in June 2018.  Cllr K Sutherland proposed accepting the Minutes as a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Vaughan, all agreed.  The Minutes were duly signed.

An opportunity for Members of the Parish to raise any matters for discussion
Members of the public discussed the future use of the Jubilee Room with Councillors.  Councillors stated the opinion that the Room could have more uses than just as a snooker hall.  Members of the public asked how much it will cost to renovate the Room.  Councillors confirmed that a schedule of works is being prepared which will include some initial costings.  Ideas have come forward to link the room to the hall – and to perhaps provide changing facilities.  Councillors are keen to establish a variety of options and hope to get the schedule of works/costs finalised, then to prepare a questionnaire for residents, then hold a public meeting.  
The Parish Council confirmed that it has applied for CiL local funding for a puffin crossing for the school – There is currently c£432k in the CiL local pot for this area.  The Parish Council is keen to discuss ideas for the village as to what projects are wanted and which projects identified will be accepted by Shropshire Council.  

A resident asked if a Doctor or dentist could be encouraged to come to the village – Councillors expressed the view that either practitioner would require a dedicated premises.  Local transport was briefly discussed – Councillors reminded residents that North Salop Wheelers will provide transport to Doctors and Hospitals.
A resident asked if the village could have a Vehicle Activated Sign to discourage speeding.  Asked if the funding could be sought through the CiL Local fund.  The Clerk informed the meeting that she had requested figures for speeding taken by Shropshire Council’s Highways Team in order to support the need for a sign and therefore the expenditure.  Two signs will cost in the region of £6–7K.  The Police and Crime Commissioner recently had a funding scheme for Road Safety matters which could be applied to for funding in the next round.  A discussion ensued about whether it would be better to source funding for such projects and use capital (Neighbourhood Fund money) for other projects if at all possible.  Speed surveys have not shown a large speeding issue through the village despite perceptions.  Average speed on the Chester Road has been recorded at 32mph – with only 15% doing more than 36mph.  More speed checks are due to be carried out.  Projects funded by Neighbourhood Fund money must be identified in the Place Plan and have to meet set criteria for spend and approved by Shropshire Council.  

There being no further matters raised for discussion the Chairman closed the Meeting at 8:15pm.

Unitary Councillor’s 
Cllr Gittins reported that Shropshire Council has recently had a cabinet reshuffle, he has been  moved to Public Health .  
Cllr Gittins reported that he had attending a meeting held with the planning development team  with Cllr Sutherland. Hinstock PC has been asked  to produce a document for discussion with proposals for consideration at the next meeting.  Shropshire Council would like the PC  to produce a principal of development document to sit alongside the Local Plan.  The aim of the document is to be a road map of aspirations and visions for parish.   Shropshire Council acknowledges the aim to try to keep housing numbers low. The selection of any preferred development site will be a Shropshire Council decision not a Parish Council decision. A series of robust site assessments have been undertaken on the 16 sites which were put forward to Shropshire Council by landowners for consideration.  These have not been put forward to the Parish Council for comment.  Cllr Gittins stated that Shropshire Council has the expert view in planning matters.  CiL ‘in kind’ is a possible option to be explored as a way of getting developers to deliver ‘wish list’ items for the parish; for example: roundabouts – Shawbury ‘donated’ their NF money towards it.  A discussion ensued about the School’s current number: 96 children currently attend with 119 places in total.  Some children who attend come from out of the catchment area.  
Shropshire Council will take into consideration public responses to the Local Plan Review Consultation.  Shropshire Council will have determined which potential development site is their preferred choice by June.
Coucnillors discussed putting together a public questionnaire relating to the future of the Jubilee Room.
Councillors Sutherland, Ashley, Holland, Heeley and Hutchinson agreed to meet to formulate a principals of development plan on 15th May which will be presented to the full Council for approval.
