

Eastling Parish Council
        Minutes of the Meeting held at 6.30pm on Wednesday
6th January 2016 in Eastling Village Hall

1. Attendance and Apologies for Absence.
Present: Cllrs. Jimmy West, John Payne, Nigel Bickerdike, Julia Bailey, Alan Willson (Village Warden) and Jill Seaman (Clerk). 

Apologies were received from Cllrs Andrew Bowles and Helen Higgs. Cllr Colin Prescott apologised as he is unable to drive yet following his operation.
2. Minutes of the Meeting held on 4th November 2015
The minutes were taken as read and duly signed by the Chairman.
3. Matters Arising

Footpaths –  JP said that when the field was ploughed the Church footpath had been covered with mud. The stimming will continue to be done by  Nick Swatland.  The pavements from Tong Lane and Prospect Place have been registered on Highways website but nothing had been done yet.

Website - Cllr Bickerdike had been in email contact with Neville Perkins and asked for changes and update. The information has now been added and Facebook reference has been removed. Alan Willson would chat to the Paul Ainsworth, who manages the Village Hall website, just for information.

Alan Willson had emailed a grant application, as per Cllr Bowles Autumn Statement regarding allocation of grants, but had not received a reply. Alan would email Cllr Bowles directly. Alan advised that the quiz night is on Saturday week 16th January and would see how much would be raised for the first aid and defibrillator course.
 
5. Village Warden’s Report. 

Alan Willson gave his report and advised that there had been a lost dog which belonged to the farrier at Alma’s and it was returned. Another dog was found by Rosie at Dunstall House. Her daughter was there and, as there was no microchip, the dog was taken by the Dog Warden to the Swale Dog Pound. However, the dog was returned to Rosie’s daughter
before Christmas.
Neighbour of Janet Bryant at Forge House had fallen done a hole that had opened up in the garden. She had luckily taken the house phone and spoke to Joan Thomas. Alan and Marion Willson rescued her with a ladder. It would appear that there used to be cottages at the back of the property where they had their cesspits. There is a very large hole now. 
A tree had fallen over near North Court – Ben Binder cleared it within the hour.
It was thought that the dumped vehicle, opposite Glebe Cottages, may have been used for pipes stolen from Tapsters. The police checked and removed the vehicle eventually.




6. Chairman’s Report

Cllr West outlined the report from Hugh Perks regarding hisletter to Jodie Harrison and the meeting with KCC Highways Mr Coleman the Swale Engineer on 4th November 2015. Following this, Hugh wrote on 26th November regarding the lying water and asked if a channel could be dug into the field to clear, Ben Binder agreed to do this and outside the Water Board is on his list. The water on the bends was thought to have been cleared with the pipes unblocked. There is definitely a drainage problem at John Andrew’s property. JP added that he had met with Ben Binder and Hugh Perks and discussed the unsightly barrels at the entrances to the fields. Ben said that he was applying to the employers to buy gates. In the meantime he was asked to paint the barrels. JP will keep on the case. In future, Hugh Perks will ring Ben directly with any issues.
There is a large mobile home in Newnham Valley Road, opposite Straight Hill. A path has been laid over a weekend. Alan Willson has spoken to Sue Gunner, who is on the case with SBC to try to evict as it is without planning permission. The mobile caravans on Elverland Road (Tootsie) have not been evicted for years

7. Treasurer’s Report.
 The Treasurer advised that the balance on account is £3288. The clerk would produce a timesheet for 9th March meeting.
The precept was discussed and a 1p increase from 19p last year to 20p. This was unanimously agreed. The precept form was signed by the clerk. 

8. Planning Report.
A plan had been received for a Liste d Building Consent for the refurbishment of existing greenhouse with new part brick base and new timber structure 15/508935/LBC.
There were no objections.
It was agreed to email any planning applications to Councillors in future.
