Residents, businesses and interest groups are being invited to
give their views on how they would like to be involved in the
borough council’s planning process.

BDBC is asking for feedback on its draft Statement of Community
Involvement (SCI) which explains how people can get involved
in Local Planning Policy, Neighbourhood Planning and the
planning application decision-making process.

The draft document highlights changes within planning legislation and new
consultation and engagement methods, and covers everything from how
to get involved in planning applications for house extensions to large-

scale housing or business developments or policies on affordable housing.

Looking forward we will add some
fruit trees — as recommended by
Hampshire and Isle of Wight Wildlife
Trust (HIOWWT) - starting small with
two Quince trees.

A 20-year lease has been signed with
Corpus Christi College enabling us to

continue with a longer term plan to
maintain and improve the area for
wildlife and environment (as per
advice and guidance management
plan from HIoOWWT).

The focus continues on removing
non-native Monkey Flower,
developing the central island area
after the last planting in Autumn
2021, and putting in an addition 200
plants funded with thanks to Elaine
Still, our Hampshire County
Councillor, for grant funding from her
devolved budget.

By not mowing through May you have rekindled your wildflowers and thrown
a much-needed lifeline to your pollinators. Now you have an opportunity to

design your wildflower landscape. Grassland wildlife comes in different
flavours and you could incorporate these different elements into your plan.

You might need to keep paths and recreation areas mown short but perhaps
you could frame these functional areas with a flowering lawn mown once
every four to eight weeks. This allows common, low-growing wild flowers to
regrow and reflower throughout the summer while you maintain a shorter,
neater height. Picture a carpet of red and white clovers, golden trefoils,
puddles of blue selfheal and the white froth of yarrow. You will find that even
in the fiercest droughts, the wildflowers will stay green and keep flowering.

Let it grow... If you are feeling bolder you might trial leaving some of your
open space unmown for longer. By mowing only twice a year outside of April
to July you could recreate the effect of a traditional hay meadow. It holds
more value for wildlife as when left undisturbed for longer, wildflowers and
grasses can support the lifecycles of invertebrates that depend upon them.

Revd Matt Bianci read the tribute
which Nigel had written with help
from his family. Hearing about her
younger life, I certainly wish that I
had known Nancy as a feisty young

What types of projects could be supported?

This scheme is not designed to fund large new build
projects but to enable existing facilities to be enhanced,
improved, modernised and retrofitted to enable them to
better meet the needs of their communities.

This is a two-stage process

Stage one - submit brief project proposal form following
which we will contact you to confirm whether your
proposal is eligible to move to a full application.

Stage two - full application.

Deadline for proposals — midnight on 30 July 2023
Eligible proposals invited by Friday 18 August to submit
full application. Deadline for full proposals - midnight on
01 October. Likely decision date — 06 November 2023

From the
Ministry Team

As the skies clear
this summer, I'm
reminded of a
vivid childhood
memory. As a
family we spent
many holidays in
the Scottish Highlands and I can
remember very late one night rowing
back across a loch after visiting
friends, and in the pitch dark we all
sat back in the boat and looked up.

The night sky was completely clear,
full of dazzling stars and the Milky
Way, and it felt like we were looking
up at one of the most beautiful parts
of God's creation, looking into heaven
and seeing God’s majesty, creativity,
and fatherly love for us in making
something so amazing for us to enjoy.

I'm often reminded of this memory as
I start to say the Lord’s Prayer. Jesus
had been praying with his disciples
(see Luke's gospel, chapter 11 for the
full story) and they asked him how to
pray. Jesus said: ‘When you pray, say
‘Our Father in heaven, hallowed be
your name...’

I find Jesus’ words so encouraging for
two reasons. First, he says ‘when you
pray’. It's not an ‘in case you feel like
praying’ but more of an assumption
that we will be praying due to it being
such a natural thing to do - to talk
with God, our heavenly Father - in
fact, it could be construed even as a
command to pray.

And secondly, Jesus tells us to start
by saying ‘Our Father in heaven’, so
that when we pray we take a moment
to rejoice in who God is, and what
he’s done for us - creating such a
beautiful world for us to enjoy; dying
for us on the cross that we might be
forgiven and restored from everything
we've ever done wrong, and
sustaining us and providing for our
needs each and every day. As we fix

our eyes on God and become more
‘God-centred’, so we become less self-
centred, less anxious and fearful, and
we discover a new and lasting peace
in our lives.

We had an exciting moment in
Odiham in June, when we launched a
new weekly prayer meeting, to pray
for the whole community of Odiham
and North Warnborough, and also to
pray for All Saints’ Church and its role
within the community.

We've started to do this inside church
every Monday morning at 9am, for
just 45 minutes, as this makes it our
first priority for the week. It provides
an opportunity for quiet and worship
to start the week focused on God, as
well as to ask God for his blessing
and provision for our church and
community, and to listen to Him for
his guidance.

All are welcome to join us at this
meeting, and you're welcome to come
for a cup of coffee (and slice of toast
and jam...) from 8.45am. If you can
only come for a part of the time,
that's fine! The format is peaceful,
worshipful and interactive, but there's
no requirement for anyone to pray
aloud if they'd prefer not to.

Our vision for this prayer meeting is
that within 10 years we'll see OVER
200 people meeting together to pray
regularly, and that this will become
the beating heart of our community.
Of course, prayer is taking place in
numerous ways and places across our
benefice of 12 local churches, but we
hope what we're doing in Odiham will
be a good addition.

Prayer is so important for each of our
lives, and so exciting as we get to talk
with God personally as our loving
father. Please do join us on Monday
mornings - you'll be really welcome.

Hi everyone!

I'm sure that each one of us has
been in a situation where we have
seen something which we know is
wrong. Perhaps we have watched
someone deliberately drop litter, or
the person at the next table in a
café has been using language
which we have found offensive.

Perhaps you had enough courage
to tell them what you thought. But
sadly, most of us just get angry on
the inside and do nothing about it.
We are proud of people who have
enough courage to stand up for
someone who is being hurt or
bullied, or stand up to someone
who is doing the wrong thing, but
most of us wouldn’t be brave
enough to get involved ourselves.

There is a story in the Bible about
exactly this. A man had been
beaten up and left for dead. Two
different people decided to walk
on by and not get involved, but
finally the man’s enemy walked
past and decided he had to do the
right thing, despite the fact people
might not like it. He got off his
donkey, bandaged the man’s
wounds, took him to the local
hotel and looked after him. When
he had to leave, he paid for him to
stay as long as he needed. He
used his time, energy and even
money to look after him, to stand
up for what he knew was right. I
wonder if you recognise the story
- it's called ‘The Good Samaritan’.
