“Easter all year round?”
Some people will know that the season of Lent lasts for 40 days (it’s actually 47 but the Sundays don’t count). But not so many people know that the Church’s Easter season lasts for 50 days - right through to Pentecost or Whit Sunday (9th June this year).

There is something that can be very helpful about the seasons. I don’t know about you, but I’m not keen on eating hot cross buns in October or mince pies in March; but Easter is the exception to the rule. It was Pope John Paul II who declared – “We are an Easter people – and Alleluia is our song”. In other words, we don’t just celebrate Easter for a day or a weekend or even for 50 days, Jesus’ resurrection changes absolutely everything, so every Sunday is a little Easter and every day we worship Jesus as our Risen Saviour.
