POSTCARDS:
Will the postcard with questions will cover all the questions (so one postcard is filled in and handed back in) rather than one postcard for each question?
SURVEY
Will people be expected to fill in as they go round on Smart Phone or Tablets? Or can this be filled in at home? (if at home will the same information be available as at the hall?)
GREEN SPACES
It would be helpful to have some posters in addition to the booklet that is going to be printed. At least large maps showing the sites that are proposed. (People may not pickup a booklet) so this information should be on display as well.
How many copies of the booklet are suggested to be printed? It is 33 pages, so cost is a factor to consider. Please can we have an updated printing cost?
Page 2 of the booklet shows the overall parish area but it is unfortunate that not all site references are visible. Can several maps be included? I have reduced the size of the font on Parish online, this may help?

POSTERS DRAFT
Page 2 – box round question and circle to make it clearer? Move circle up and question underneath? 
Page 3 – title should say “what is a neighbourhood plan, continued…”
This means the plan is a legally recognised planning document.
Influence the density, style, and location of new homes and other new buildings
"...manage the growth..." replace growth with sustainability?
Page 4 – Blue box at the bottom of the page could be replaced with: “The parish council cannot do this on it’s own. We would very much welcome anyone who would like to help and get involved.”
How do people let us know? Tel no? or email address?

Page 5 - The late 20th and early 21st centuries have seen some new developments within the Nether Wallop including infill plots, Aylward’s Way, and new homes at School Lane.
"...layout of the village." Should be Parish.
"...Aylwards Way, and..." delete comma.

The village has a strong sense of community across the parish, fostered by several organisations including the church, the village school and various clubs, societies and charities. A number of social events throughout the year, both regular and ad hoc, bring parishioners together in a variety of ways. 
Page 6 – suggested amendments:  Flooding High ground water levels naturally occur during the winter months resulting in . Problems can be caused by the springs breaking emerging on either side of the Wallop valley. The Brook does not normally flood although problems have occurred as a result of blocked drains.  as well as flooding from the brook itself. 
Grey panel. "...Jack's Bush... two-storey houses less than 50 yrs old".  Some of these are actually over 100yrs old (some built in 1930's along with all others as part of a new development around the crescent, now just half a track).
Page 8 –  delete no. 6 (Plan projects) ?
Page – 10  Suggested amendments:
3 — Choice of Movement
 Creating maintaining a robust network of paths, streets, and roads appropriate for all modes of travel to support the needs of current and future residents, businesses, and visitors.
8 — Future Infrastructure Delivering the community infrastructure necessary to support an evolving village in the 21st Century.
Page – 12 – missing crossroads conservation area.
Page – 13 – move the yellow circle into the box it relates to. (not overlapping 2 coloured boxes.)   how many LGS booklets are being printed?
We are asking people to review the green spaces, but not asking a question if they agree with them. Should we not ask people to list them in order of priority? Probably people will agree that they want all of them, but then we don’t know which are most important to protect.
Page – 16 - Other community events include a duck race and raft racing down the Wallop Brook, a home-made cart race and the Nether Wallop “Olympics”, designated “The Walloympics” (sp?) — in which the whole village takes part in a series of sporting
In 2018,? a new village hall was built which has become the hub of village activities such as lectures, film nights, bridge club, parties, carpet bowls and many other activities. The neighbourhood plan will seek to enhance and protect this community spirit.
Page 20  – do we want to ask questions 19 + 20? Does the Parish Council have the power to insist on improvements or that new footpaths are created?
Q19 "What are the improvements..."
Page 21 - HWB3 2) Lighting - low energy,... and not interfering with night sky...
 HWB4 2) low/zero carbon consumption and generation.
 4) Community Energy projects supported.
Page 22 – suggest to delete entire page.
or add Community Energy projects supported
Summary
A lot of the questions require a YES/NO answer. Is there an opportunity to capture why people may not agree?


Please can Feria explain how all the answers are captured and tracked, so that each piece of feedback can be shown to either have :
1. Been disregarded because not considered important/relevant
2. Influenced changes in the plan, including a log of which part(s) of the plan have been changed.
We are advised by TVBC that a very robust evidence base of feedback and plan evolution must be kept and presented for examination, so it is important that it is clear how this feedback will be handled.
