CHIDEOCK PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held at the Village Hall, Chideock on Tuesday
30 April 2019 at 10 am.

The Parish Council meeting commenced at 10 am.

Present: Cllr Roger Carey (Chair), Clir George Dunn, ClIr Laurie Elliot (Vice Chair), Clir Vanessa
Glenn, CliIr Peter Hunt, Cllr Rob Murray, ClIr David Rogers.

In attendance: WDDC ClIr Simon Christopher and 6 members of the public.

Before the meeting commenced, Clir Carey stated that the Clerk was unavailable and that, to
remain legal, a note taker was needed. Clir Carey proposed that Clir Glenn took the notes,
seconded by ClIr Rogers and accepted by all the council.

2304 Apologies.
The Clerk, PCSO Bishop and ClIr Turner sent their apologies.

2305 Grants of Dispensations.
None.

2306 Declarations of Defined Pecuniary Interests.
None.

2307 Minutes.
a) RESOLVED to accept and sign, as a true record, the minutes of the Parish Council
meeting of 26 March 2019.
Proposed by Clir Rogers, seconded by ClIr Elliot, carried unanimously.
A general short discussion took place about the funding of Local government and specifically
the impact on rural areas. Currently rural local authorities do not receive the same level of
government grant funding compared to urban areas. This reflects the central government
thought that rural areas do not have the same levels of disadvantageous as urban areas.
Vanessa shared that there has been an ongoing campaign since 2011 to challenge this
perspective by the county councils. In November 2018, the draft Local Government review
shared that a serious Proposal is now being put forward to address this issue regarding rurality.
If it is taken forward, then councils should know by the autumn and it could affect how much
council tax is in the future. It was noted by the meeting that Dorset council will now receive no-
income from central government and that we have the third highest council tax in the country.
But we have a very small ability to raise income from business rates compared to urban
authorities or the new BCP council. It was agreed that following the elections it would be helpful
to revisit this discussion given the impact that this issue has on the community and services.

2308 County and District Councillors’ and Police Reports.
a) PCSO Bishop had sent the following report to the Clerk: -

e On Friday 29th March, a handbag was stolen from a vehicle at Langdon Woods.

e On Wednesday 3rd April, an unknown male attended the shop in Chideock and left with
without paying for numerous scratch cards.

e On Friday 5th April, an unknown offender was caught attempting to steal a handbag
from a vehicle at Langdon Woods. The offender made off and enquiries are currently
on going.

o We had a report of Motorcyclists using Hell Lane, North Chideock, when there is
sighage saying that the road is closed. However, this relates to a temporary closure
which expired the day before the motorcyclist was seen. | have contacted the
highways to confirm and they are to be extending the temporary notice whilst work is
carried out on Hell Lane, but it is not officially closed as | write this report.

b) West Dorset Clir Christopher said that only stated that clearly this was a difficult time, but
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he was listening to what people are saying.
c) Dorset Councillor Turner had told the Clerk that as this is the Election Period, he didn'’t feel
it appropriate, at this stage, to attend the meeting.

Cllr Rogers stated that the new Dorset Councils salary levels are more than the average of
English councils. AGREED that the Clerk writes to Dorset Council requesting a discussion
about this matter.

Standing Orders were suspended for the following item.

Democratic Period.

¢ A member of the public addressed the meeting and stated that in his experience the 101
non urgent Police reporting service is not good, and it is better to report any police
concerns on-line.

e A member of the public asked for the second time whether the parish council supports the
Parish Poll, saying Oliver Letwin wrote to the Parish Council about what was going to done
about the result of the poll and stated that in previous correspondence sent out in June
2018, this had not appeared to be the case. Clir Murray stated that the Parish Council does
support the parish poll and that the principal of a bypass is supported. Clir Dunn stated that
the Parish Council has adopted short term measures and the longer-term measure of a
bypass. ClIr Glenn reiterated that the Parish Council has clearly adopted the outcome of
the Parish Poll and this is reflected in the response to Highways England’s consultation of
RIS2. Clir Murray stated that things had moved on since 2018.

e A member of the public asked the Parish Council to put pressure on Dorset Highways
regarding Hell Lane. This relates to its use by off roaders (bikes / four by four vehicles). Clir
Rogers said that in legal terms you cannot change a definition of a highway. Cllir Carey
explained that there had been a previous example when Pettycrate Lane experienced
similar problems, he had involved Oliver Letwin and the Parish Council and the definition of
the road as an unmaintained highway could not be changed.

e The current approach of Dorset council is that they are going to close Hell Lane temporarily
for 18 months. The question was posed how could this matter be resolved in the long term?
It was suggested that the only way forward was to Improve the road and make it a real
road?

e A member of the public asked if electors can be reassured about the impartiality of the
council regarding a by-pass within the Chideock Parish. The chair replied he did not
consider that he could accept the question at this time due to the impending election. It
would be better to return to the question once the new council had been elected.

Standing Orders were resumed.

The Actions and Information List were brought to the attention of the public and advised that to
save time it would not be read out but is available on the Parish Council website

ClIr Glenn raised the possibility of Chideock being considered for grant funding for electric
charging points for cars. National government has made funding available to all Local
Authorities from which they will receive 75%o0f the actual funding. The points can be fitted to
lampposts or for example in the village car park. They can range from as little as £400 - can the
Parish Council ask Dorset Council to apply funding as part of the more towards lowering
pollution in Chideock?

CliIr Christopher urged the council to write to Jane Gordon-Banks who deals with Mr Letwin

RESOLVED that the Parish council will seek to restrict the use of the car park to prohibit
overnight parking of caravan, camper vans and commercial vehicles by a statutory order &
new sign.
Proposed by Clir Carey, seconded by ClIr Glenn.
Clerk to investigate how this can be achieved.

Clapps Mead Playing Field.

Cllr Dunn was thanked for his work, with Mr Kelson, repairing the fencing between the play
area and the river. Cllr Dunn stated that an additional post needs to be put in and the area
grassed.

ClIr Elliot said that the memorial benches needs replacing. The Clerk will find out who donated
them and inform them that the Parish Council intends to replace the benches.

The benches need to be removed before the ROSPA inspection in May.
