Illegal Fishing in
Carlton

There have been several reports of illegal fish-
ing, often at night, in the Carlton area, and

man was spotted defacating while fishing.

We have contacted fishing groups and they
have indicated the new activity is not down to
their members, and is therefore poaching.

You can report suspect fishing to the Envi-
ronment Agency on 0800 80 70 60 and to the
Police (use 999 for ongoing suspected illegal
fishing, 101 after the event).
