The Chairman welcomed members to the Parish Council meeting, there being no Parishioners present moved onto the next item of business.

54/18.  Apologies for Absence. 
 Councillors Kathryn Ward (work commitments), Henry Philips (business commitments) and Barry Spittle (holiday).The apologies were accepted. 
55/18. Declarations of Interest. None. 
56/18. Minutes and actions of meetings held on 4th July 2018.
RESOLVED: that the minutes and actions of the meetings of Stockton Parish Council held on Wednesday 4th July 2018 be confirmed and signed by the Chairman.
57/18. Matters arising not on the agenda. 

1. Silent Soldier. Cllr John Pigg agreed to erect the Silent Soldier silhouette at the centre of the Village between the stocks and bus shelter.
2. Stocks & Whipping post Norton Village: in terms of an accurate valuation of the Village stocks members agreed contact is made with Shropshire Councils Conservation Officer to help. 
58/18. Highway updates.

1. Cheswardine Lane: Speed remained a problem on the lane and members are not convinced that the repairs done on the adopted side of the lane will ‘hold’; the repairs carried out on the Estate side are more substantive.  

2. A442: there had been no response from Shropshire Safer Partnership to check the speed of vehicles using the A442; the Clerk would again follow the action through. Members RESOLVED that an additional for hundred bulbs be purchased (snowdrops and crocuses) for planting in front of the Village Gateways.
59/18. Footpaths: 
1. The footpath on the A442 had been cleared and details of the Probation Services teams to be forwarded to the Chairman.
60/18. Jubilee Play Park: The by-monthly report was tabled, agreed by members and held on file. The ROSPA Inspection had been completed for 2018/19 with some additional matting required around the swing basket and multi play (junior) climbing frame. The Clerks inspection also identified the need for two new ‘no dogs’ signs, overhanging trees and additional treatment weed killing treatment around the bases of most of the equipment. RESOLVED that the outstanding items highlighted in the by-monthly report be commissioned with the Parish Council’s term contractor.

61/18. Parish Plan Refresh.
The Chairman lead a discussion around the items within the Parish Plan that had been successfully completed and items that still required some action. Members RESOLVED the item remain on the current agenda to enable further discussions and updating of the plan at future meetings and that relevant documents are circulated to Parish Councillors prior to the next meeting.
