A detailed map of the area has been produced by a play equipment provider
chosen by the playing field committee, which details how it is proposed that the
field will look like once enough funds have been raised to provide all the
equipment, and these will of necessity also include disability access. It was noted
that the basketball area will also be refurbished

In addition Simone Bentley of the committee noted that there are designs for
equipment to be used by the very young patrons of the playing field.

The Chair thanked the playing Field Committee for its attendance and
comprehensive plans for the future of the playing field.

Clir.Crump also noted that another problem is enforcement (who will do this, and
how)
