Cllr.F.Boucher reported that Boucher Farms have removed the broken fence on their field running between Flint Cottage and Norton Ash House on the A2.

Correspondence.

At the request of two parishioners and local residents in Newnham, The Chairman has written a letter of objection to Mr. Graham Thomas SBC regarding planning application SW/12/0096 CLD Case 16033.  Variation of condition 1 of SW/09/1142 to allow permanent permission for one caravan.   Although not within the boundaries of Norton Buckland & Stone, the site is within the area of natural beauty, part of which does fall within the boundary.

The Parish Council received several correspondences from Newnham residents regarding a dead foal in a field at Newnham that falls under Norton Buckland & Stone boundary. The RSPCA  had been contacted several times with concerns regarding the animals kept in the field with little or no hay and water.

The Parish Council received an e mail from Norton Sports Club regarding dogs fouling the Sports Ground.  It was agreed to invite Mr. Tim Oxley Animal Control Officer Environmental Response from SBC speak at the Annual Parish Meeting 30th June 2012.  It was also agreed to draw attention to the problem via the next edition of the newsletter.
