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Introduction 
The Parish Council Action Plan sets out the Council’s plans for the next three years.  The action plan 

will be reviewed quarterly. 

Local Government in Buckinghamshire 
Buckinghamshire has two tiers of local government, Weston Turville Parish Council is the most local 

tier of government for residents.  Buckinghamshire Council is the second tier and responsible for 

many services across the county including highways, education, housing, social services, planning, 

waste and environmental health. 

The Parish Council 
The Parish Council comprises of 10 parish councillors.  Council meetings are held on the third 

Thursday of each month, except for August and December.  Meetings are held in public, agenda and 

minutes are published on the Parish Council website. 

The Council has two committees: 

Planning and Highways Committee which reviews and comments on planning applications within 

the parish and matters concerning highways which are escalated to the appropriate authority 

Policy and Resources Committee which is concerned with all matters relating to finance, resources 

and policies of the Parish Council. 

The Parish Council employs a Clerk who is the Proper Officer and Responsible Financial Officer for 

the Council.  The Clerk undertakes all administration of the Parish Council and issues all statutory 

notices.
