OCC Highways officer Jon Beale has now conducted a site assessment with a view to
compiling a package of measures which will hopefully alleviate the issue with speeding
vehicles on London Road in Milton Common. The Parish Council is awaiting his
suggestions and will keep residents informed of progress.

The Parish Council has taken delivery of some litter-picking equipment. There are five sets
of tongs/hi-vis jackets/bag hoops in adult sizes, and two in child sizes.
