Two traffic mirrors erected at entrance to St. Marys Church Path/Provender Lane Norton

KCC looked at pot holes in Norton Lane but depth is only 35 mm not the required 50 mm for repair
KCC have work programmed for 8th August at top end past Stuppington and junction with Homestall will be a road closure to patch cw edge approx 26 mts x1mt and a 6mtx1mt at junction
Request to Kent Fire & Rescue for cleansing of fire hydrant sign on corner of Lewson Street

Gypsies moved concrete bollards to gain access into the fields at the old nursery site on A2 both the police and Savills were informed. The Police did not attend despite several reports to 999. A bailiff attended via Savills the following morning.and served papers.
