There are only a handful of breeding pairs of Cranes 
left in the UK as Humans have built roads on top of

homes, so Cadence 
has her work cut out. 
When we say huge 
their wingspan is over 
2 meters which is 
wider than the editor is 
tall (although the editor 
is still quite wide). 
Cadence often helps 
out in the editors 
garden as her 
favourite food is snails!
