
MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF BORDEN GATE PARISH COUNCIL
MEETING 45 HELD ON 28.09.2022 AT HUNTSHAM VILLAGE HALL AT 7.30PM

The meeting started with a minute’s silence in remembrance of Queen Elizabeth II
Public question time: Two members of the public addressed the Council with concerns about development between Staple Cross and Hockfordwater relating to 22/00186/PNAG approved planning application.

2. Declarations of interest – none
3. Minutes of the meeting held 27/07/2022 were unanimously approved and were signed as a true and correct record by the Chairman H Bainbridge.
4. Matters Outstanding – Cllr J Heard joined the meeting.
a. Chimney Down S106 – A new sign informing users of the Down not to drive motorised vehicles on the Down was stolen immediately after its placement. The Parish Council had been advised by the police to reinstate the signage. The theft of Council property paid for by the public through council tax was reported to the police. It was very disappointing for the volunteers who helped with the installation.  
It was proposed by M Williams and seconded by L Delafield-Cook to replace the stolen sign.
b. Defibrillator – The defibrillator has been installed at Staple Cross. The Chair thanked the Staple Cross Inn for allowing it to be placed outside and St Peter’s Lodge, Tiverton, who covered the cost of the installation with a donation of £285. It was thought that a motion sensor light would be useful to illuminate the area. It was proposed by M Williams and seconded by J Heard to authorize this purchase.
c. Queen’s Green Canopy Platinum Jubilee – Despite the death of the Queen, the new King is encouraging further tree planting in memory of Queen Elizabeth II.

7. Police reports – email alerts posted on Facebook. The theft of the sign from Chimney Down was reported to the police. The Clerk will invite the police to attend the next meeting of the Council and to seek further information on setting up Farm/Neighbourhood Watch in the area again.
8. Budget 2023/24 – A pre-budget discussion was held. Suggestions received included a new noticeboard for Huntsham, a bench for Clayhanger and Chimney Down in remembrance of the late Queen. The Dog Down Cross signpost needs refurbishing. The Clerk will look into funding the latter from Devon County.
9. District and County Councillors’ Reports – MDDC Cllr J Norton was able to listen to Councillors concerns about the new refuse and recycling schedule coming next month. Cllr J Norton said she would report the concerns to Mid Devon. This included the collection of Seagull Sacks for use where the new wheelie bins are not suitable and whether they will collect them in the rural area and the size of recycling containers.
10. Correspondence – Correspondence had been received concerning the 22/00186/PNAG from members of the public in respect of alleged planning breaches. The Council agreed that it should report these concerns to Mid Devon Planning. 
11. Clerk’s report – The charity Allies Mid Devon is offering Mid Devon Parishes daffodils to be planted in recognition of all the people who have died during the Covid pandemic. The Council has offered to be involved. Daffodils have been given to each of the villages to be planted by their communities. Due to the death of her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II the Jubilee photo competition was cancelled. 
12. Councillors’ reports - M Williams reported that broadband will be further delayed to Huntsham and unlikely to be finished before the end of November. M Williams also reported on the tree that fell in Huntsham which caused damaged to estate fencing and walls. A Hoskins reported the loss of the signpost to Clayhanger from the Venn Cross to South Hele road to Somerset County, but nothing has happened. The Clerk will follow it up.
