Usage Report.

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer submitted a report, copies of which had been previously circulated, detailing usage of the various facilities and the initiatives undertaken. The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer highlighted the main issues and answered members’ questions thereon. A discussion took place regarding the situation with the timber trail. The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer provided information on usage during August and September and whilst the usage was not high the monitoring showed it was being constantly used.
