Minutes of Full Council held on 20th September 2021 in Frampton Village Hall. 

Meeting commenced at 7pm.
Councillors in attendance:
Andrew Thomson (Chairman), Charlie Adler, Stephen Westrip, and Patsy Taylor
There were 5 members of the public in attendance.
1.
Co-option of new Parish Councillor for Frampton
Mr Paul Mutti was proposed and seconded and duly co-opted at a Councillor for Frampton Parish Council.

2.
Apologises for absence
Cllr Carolyn Bednall, Cllr Sandra Christopher and Cllr David Taylor (DC) sent apologises.

3.
Declarations of pecuniary or other interests
Cllr’s Adler and Taylor declared non-pecuniary interests in the planning agenda item at North Park.

4.
To approve the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 19th July 2021
These were approved as a true and accurate record of the meeting. 
5.
Clerk’s report
The Clerk confirmed that Cllr Taylor had completed the paperwork for the additional signatory.

It was also confirmed that the Clerk has extended his salaried contract by 2 months (until the 30th of September 2021).

6.
Chairman’s update
The Chair updated members on the proposed upgrades to National Cycleway 26 which runs from Charminster to Maiden Newton and beyond. 
Dorset Council have secured the funds to bring this up to date subject to landowner’s consent.

It was noted that Frampton Park are to hold a meeting with Dorset Council as a company.

The issue with dog fouling continues. A witness spotted an offence and attempts were being made to identify the owners and explain why it is an offence.

Dog mess continues to be circled, thus highlighting the problem so people do not step in it and hopefully prick the conscious of the owners who allow their dogs to plop. 

The Chair also confirmed that he would be stepping down, both as the Chair and as a Councillor at the next annual general meeting.

7.
Public discussion period
A member of the public, who is actively engaged with the Dorchester fresh food bank, wished to discuss ideas to energise and refresh the allotments, including water cultivation.
This was welcomed by all, and Cllr Taylor was tasked with arranging an onsite meeting.

Concerns were raised at the parking of vehicles across the dropped curb by the church thus providing difficulties for those with prams, mobility scooters and wheelchairs. 

Inconsiderate parking was not an offence. 

Cllr Adler agreed to post on the village Facebook page for vehicle owners to be considerate of others when parking on the road. 

The Chair would also place a notice in the Frampton Village News.

A question was raised as to where the mirror that opposite Peacock Lodge was had gone.
The Clerk would ask the Community Highways Officer.

Cllr David Taylor was not present, and no report had sent.

Allotments

There was nothing further to add to item 7.


Burial Ground

It was confirmed that one memorial application had been received and approved.


Play Park


It was confirmed that the grass cutting was being done reasonably well.

However, the recent inspection report highlighted that certain element of the multi-play were deemed unsafe. 

Cllr Thomson had received a quote for the works to be completed. 

The quote was £364.00

This was unanimously approved by members.

On a totally separate matter, it was noted in the inspection report that various pieces of equipment needed painting.

Cllr Thomson had received a quote for the painting of £388.00
A brief discussion ensued as to the merits of a contractor painting or the virtue of asking volunteers to conduct the work if the paint was supplied.

The Councillors unanimously agreed that the best way forward was to get the work completed by a contractor. The quote of £388.00 was approved.

The cost to be met from the annual play park budget. 

Rights of Way

The Clerk spoke briefly on the Dorset Council Rights of Way Improvement Plan.
It was recommended that consideration be made to replacement of stiles and joining up of RoW’s.
Cllr Adler would look at the definitive map on Dorset Explorer and feed back to Council.

There were no issues to report.

Magna
It was confirmed that all residents of Sheridan Close and Brownes Place has received a letter from Magna regarding antisocial behaviour and that they would continue to monitor the situation.

Members agreed it was very hard trying to get Magna to do anything.


Highways
Cllr Thomson which to thank DC for clearing one drain in Southover but noted that the gullies were still overgrown with vegetation and needed clearing. 

The Clerk would speak to the Community Highways Officer.

11.
Speed lasers on A356. Statistics and actions going forward. 
All the data had been received by Councillors. It was clear that the A356 through the village had a speeding issue, with the 85th%ile being 42.1 mph and the average speed 36.3 mph.
Dorset Council agreed that Frampton was suitable for a Speed Indicating Device (SID).

Provisional costs were:

£2500 for the purchase of the SID

Up to £1800 for the inspection and installation of the posts.

It was noted that speeding was the single most received complaint within the Parish and all members agreed that action needed to be done.

However, the cost was also noted.
The Clerk, presented numerous options for payment as listed below:

a. Pay from General Reserves (this would likely wipe most of it out)

b. Recalibrate all specific reserves into one general reserve

c. Add a one times budget line on next year’s Precept

d. Request funding from the Wastepaper Fund.

To that end, the following resolution was made.

The Parish Council approve in principle to the purchase of a SID which would be placed at alternative 6-week rotation close to Peacock Lodge and the Village Hall, subject to following conditions:
Dorset Council accessing the site for suitability and submitting a formal quote for the installation of the post and solar panel.

(The Clerk to contact Dorset Council)
Volunteers coming forward to ensure compliance with the movement and maintenance of the SID.

(Cllr Adler to post on FB)

(Cllr Thomson to include in the next FVN)
An approach to the Wastepaper Fund for funding.

(Cllr Thomson to write)
This matter will be brought to next Full Council.
12.
Village communications
Cllr Adler agreed to post appropriate information on the Frampton village website.

13.
Climate change – what can Frampton do
Cllr Adler wished to work will the Millennium Green committee on some environmental projects.
Members agreed this was a good idea.

It was also suggested that funds from the Burial Reserves be used to create a wildlife haven in the Burial Ground. Option such as nesting boxes, bat boxes, owl homes and bug houses.

It was agreed that £200 from the Burial Ground reserves could be spent on this project.
14.
Community Governance Review
Members agreed that the current amount of 7 council was a fair and proportionate ration for the Parish.

There was no interest in joining with other towns or villages.

15.
Bus back better feedback
Dorset Council were drafted a reply to Government. The Parish Council welcome a route.

16.
Revaluation of General Reserves
The Clerk briefed that new guidance stated the general reserve should sit at between 25-75% of Precept, from the current 50-100%.
It was agreed to discuss this further at the AGM in May but for now both options should be placed on the financial update.
17.
Signage in the Play Park
It was requested that all Councillors send in what they deem appropriate wording for the play park, noting that it would have to disclaim the Parish Council from loss, damage, or injury.

18.
Frampton Parish Council Annual Risk assessment
This was approved by Council.

19.
Renumeration of wages for Parish Clerk
The Chair explained that the Clerk had a contract for 5 hours a week (260 hours a year) but had been paid for 20 hours a month (240 hours a year).

This only cam to light on making handover notes.

Members agreed that the Parish Clerk should be paid the wages with the funds to be met from the General reserves.
