MP’s AUGUST NEWSLETTER 
Progress being made connecting West 
Berkshire  
Now we need action from you.   The Berkshire 
Superfast broadband programme is on track to 
get 90% of Berkshire premises access to 
Superfast Broadband, and the other 10% to 
standard broadband (2MBit/sec or faster), by 
2015. The Government has approved the 
Berkshire plan and the next stage is 
procurement.
