1.  Apologies accepted:  C Hill & MDDC Cllr J Norton
2. Declarations of interest – none
3. Minutes of the meeting held 28/09/2022 were unanimously approved and were signed as a true and correct record by the Chairman H Bainbridge. Cllr J Heard arrived.
4. Matters Outstanding 
a. Chimney Down S106 – It was unanimously agreed to purchase the signage fixings. Cllr Heard had contacted one of the local primary schools if they would be interested in using a nature trail which could form part of the S106 plans. The proposal had been well received as it would provide an opportunity to  for pupils to engage with nature which is beneficial to their well being and provide a greater understanding of the natural environment.  
b. Parish Paths Partnership (P3) ROW – The overgrown bridleways in Hockworthy that were reported have now been cleared by Devon County Council. The Clerk has reported the missing directional finger posts and is also awaiting an update on the footpath in Clayhanger from DCC.
c. Commemorative Tree Offer – Devon Wildlife Trust has offered a specimen tree for the parish council’s open space.  It was agreed to plant a silver birch tree on Chimney Down. The bare rooted tree will probably be available in January for planting and will require protection.

c. Bank reconciliation 31st October 2022 – see website: Balance at Bank £10,918.37, noted and approved.
d. Budget – A draft budget was presented and the items discussed. The proposed projects, which include a new noticeboard for Huntsham and the provision of a bench for Clayhanger and Huntsham, would involve the use of the reserves. This would leave a reserve of approximately £5,000. Future projects would require grants or community fundraising. M Williams proposed and L Delafield Cook seconded and the draft budget was unanimously approved.
e. Precept – After discussion H Corcoron proposed and T Bainbridge seconded a proposal to request a precept of £5,083 for the year 2023-24 – an increase of £279 over the amount requested for the current year. This would require an increase of 7.5% in the precept rate. The proposal was approved by a majority. 
f. Citizens Advice Bureau – a request of support for the work of the CAB had been received. It was proposed by T Bainbridge and seconded by M Williams to donate £50, which was approved. It was also noted that the CAB is looking for volunteers to help with their work. 
7. Police reports – email alerts posted on Facebook.
8. District and County Councillors’ Reports – none.
9. Correspondence – A report of an incident on a public right of way had been received by two councillors. It was not thought necessary for the Parish Council to respond as the correspondent had already dealt with the matter.
10. Clerk’s report – The Clerk reported attendance at training sessions on Rights of Way and Code of Conduct. 
11. Councillors’ reports - M Williams reported that broadband although delayed should be finished by the end of December
