CEMETERY RULES and REGULATIONS
As agreed and passed by the Wittersham Parish Council acting as Burial Authority for the Parish of Wittersham, on the 11th day of October 2011.
TO UNDERTAKERS AND GRAVE DIGGERS & RELATIVES
1.  Graves to be positioned as per plan (or as directed) and to be 4 feet 6 inches    between graves.
2.  Graves MUST be aligned EAST/WEST.  All burials feet to East.
3.  Depth of graves as per regulations laid down.
4.  BEFORE commencing digging, a suitable sheet of material is to be laid down to receive earth as removed.  If turf is removed it must be reserved for re-use on the grave.  Earth not required for filling in or allowing for any settlement must be moved to the waste ground at the north end of the Cemetery and spread out as directed by the Burial Authority.
5.  NO MOUNDS will be allowed after settlement.  The grave shall be turfed level, OR otherwise a GARDEN not to exceed 5 feet by 1½ feet will be allowed.  If these gardens are NOT maintained, after TWELVE MONTHS of neglect the Council can take action and have such graves levelled.
6.  Monuments allowed as per separate regulations in force.
Note: In Section CR  (Cremated Remains) of the Cemetery a tablet only will be allowed not exceeding 18” x 18”
TO MONUMENTAL MASONS
7.  Kerbs to be aligned East/West.  Headstones are to be erected at true head and inscriptions read from East.  Footstones are to be erected at the true foot and the inscriptions read from the East.
8.  All kerbs and stones are to have the Grave Section and the Number engraved on them.
9.  Regulations under NUMBER 4 (above) also apply.
Note: It is recommended that memorials are not erected until twelve months after an interment in order to allow for settlement (With the possible exception of small tablets.)
TO RELATIVES AND FRIENDS
10. All bio-degradable rubbish to be placed in the GREEN bin.  All non-perishable rubbish to be placed in the BLACK bin.  Both bins are located on the left hand side, towards the back of the Cemetery.
11. A water supply is available at the CHURCH – by the north gateway.
12.  Shrubs and bushes must not extend beyond the grave space and must not exceed three feet (1 metre) in height or the Burial Authority will remove or prune same.
13. Where kerbs and Headstones exist and remain unattended, the Burial Authority may apply a border line of weed killer in order to reduce maintenance costs.
14. You are expected to maintain graves in an orderly way and can otherwise be charged for this.
