
MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL MEETING OF BORDEN GATE PARISH COUNCIL

3. Minutes of the meeting held 30/03/2022 were unanimously approved and were signed as a true and correct record by the Chairman H Bainbridge.
4. Matters Outstanding
a. Chimney Down S106 – MDDC Cllr J Norton offered her support for the S106 application. The reinstatement of the missing signs was reported. As the signs have been put back on the original poles, concern was expressed that confusion could arise about the use of the parking area. However, the signs can be moved when further improvements are made through the S106 application. The Council has already agreed to source further signage for the other entrances. The Clerk has requested quotes from DCC and other sources but these were not received before the meeting. It was unanimously resolved that the Clerk be authorised to spend up to £150 in the purchase of further signs to help tackle the issues faced on Chimney Down (proposed by Cllr Williams, seconded by Cllr Hill). The Clerk will keep members of the Council informed, and a meeting of the Chimney Down Working Group is to be arranged. Councillors have still to inform the Clerk about the style/type of commemorative plaques to be used for the trees. 
b. Jubilee – The preparations for the Beacon Lighting event on 2nd June are well underway, in conjunction with Hockworthy Church and Hockworthy Village Hall. The public event will be held at Daggeridge Barn by kind permission of the landowner. Any money raised from the BBQ will be donated to the Devon Air Ambulance. The Jubilee Mugs will be on sale at the event at a price of £10 per mug and all profits will go towards the defibrillator appeal fund. Five Jubilee mugs will be used as draw prizes for the photo competition to celebrate 70 years in and around the parishes. All entries will be entered into a draw. Entries can be sent to the Parish Council email address or via Facebook Messenger.
c. Parish Paths Partnership (P3) – The Clerk will liaise and organise the application for works and any funding that is available.
d. Defibrillator – Further fund raising of £300 is required via collections, Facebook and via the sale of Jubilee Mugs.

The internal auditor’s report & AGAR documents had been circulated to Councillors. M Williams proposed, R Maltby seconded, and all approved the above.
7. Code of Conduct (Local Government Association Model 2022) – The updated Code of Conduct had been circulated to all Councillors. M Williams proposed & H Corcoran seconded, and it was unanimously adopted.
8. Police reports – In response to an invitation to observe a patrol by Devon & Cornwall Police, Cllr Maltby had been nominated to attend and he provided a detailed and interesting verbal report to the Council, having opted to accompany a Friday-evening shift. Cllr Maltby explained how calls are prioritised, how the police respond to them and the support they give the Community with their professionalism, patience and understanding in dealing with all calls/incidents. He noted that much time was spent in writing up records. 
9. District and County Councillors’ Reports – MDDC Cllr J Norton, a member of the Environment Policy Development Group, reported that from September MDDC will be collecting ‘black bag’ refuse every three weeks, in line with most other Councils. Recycling will continue with its current schedule. Cllr Norton said feedback about the new refuse collection could be made through her. Members of the Council were sceptical about the reduced collection of ‘black bag’ refuse.
10. Correspondence – none
11. Clerk’s report – Insurance renewal will be due in June. Clerk will check whether the purchase of a defibrillator will affect the current quote, which is for the final year of the existing LTA (long term agreement).
12. Councillors reported that there had been disruption due to road closures, particularly towards Bampton, with roads closed without adequate diversions in place. Cllr Williams reported that this was due to work being undertaken by BT Openreach working to bring better broadband to the Huntsham part of the Clayhanger exchange. Cllrs Williams informed the Council that this work is already behind schedule.
13. The next Parish Council Meeting will be held on Wednesday 27th July at 7.30pm at Hockworthy Village Hall. The planned meeting schedule is every two months, on the fourth Wednesday of the month.
Chair Cllr H Bainbridge declared the meeting closed at 8.52pm.
