2. Declaration of Interests.  No declarations of interest.

3. Public open question time. No Questions. 

4. Approval of last minutes. Minutes from the previous meeting held on Wednesday 1st May 2019 having 
    been previously circulated by email were approved and signed by the Chairman Cllr. N. Wonnacott. Cllr Britton  
    said that he had not seen the minutes, Cllr T. Barriball confirmed that he was on the circulation list The Clerk

5. Financial update. The Clerk issued members of the Council with a copy of the up to date accounts 
    prior to the meeting. (Please see separate sheet in finances section)

6. Report from Devon County. Cllr Barry Parsons explained how he was fighting to get a better deal for schools   
    in Devon. Schools in Devon receive a far lower pupil premium than many other parts of the country. He also  
    spoke passionately about the recent announcement by the Government to have an independent review into 
    the HS2 project to examine costs and benefits! In his opinion the Government were wasting billions of 
    pounds on something which was only going to benefit a small minority of people. Cllr Parsons reminded us        
    that he spends a lot of his time on matters relating to highways and a new process had been introduced which 
    resulted in their term maintenance contractor receiving verified, consistent works instructions which was 
    yielding a more consistent output. He understood that they were already seeing a reduction in the overall 
    number of pothole reports across the network. A report from a recent Police Seminar which Cllr. Parsons had 
    attended was passed to the Clerk, it contained several police initiatives and contact Information, Cllr Parsons 
    mentioned Operation snap, which is a web portal that allows people to simply upload video evidence of 
    motoring offences.
    
7. Police Update. P.C.S.O Mark James from Holsworthy Police was hoping to join us, but unfortunately didn’t 
    make it due to other commitments.
  
8. Matters arising (A) The Clerk asked for a volunteer to repair the Parish Council noticeboard in 
    Luffincott. the wooden back board needed replacing, Cllr. B. Stearman said he would have a look at it. (Any 
    material costs involved to be reimbursed) (B) The Parish Councillors thanked Cllr S. Dart for cleaning out the 
    Bus Shelter and agreeing to continue to keep it clean and tidy. (C) All Parish Councillors present at the meeting 
    were issued a register of interest form to complete. (D) Cllr T. Angove and Cllr B. Stearman agreed to conduct 
    another survey of our local roads, ditches and drains, it has been over a year since they completed the last 
    one. The valuable local information they collected and catalogued led to a major programme of works on some    
    of our areas worst stretches of roads. (E) The Clerk reminded the Parish Councillors about the letter and 
    several emails from Save our Hospital Services Devon with regards to having a say in future healthcare    
    provision in Devon. The correspondence urged as many people as possible to complete the online survey.
