


MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF BORDEN GATE PARISH COUNCIL
MEETING 34 HELD ON 17.02.2021 VIA ZOOM AT 7.30pm

1. Apologies. The absence of A Brown due to poor internet connection was accepted.
2. Declarations of interest – none.
3. Minutes of the meeting held 21/12/2020.

With the amendments above the minutes of the meeting of December 21st were unanimously approved and were signed as a true and correct record by the Chairman            H Bainbridge.
4. BGPC Facebook – It was unanimously agreed to remove the old Facebook page and start afresh. It was felt that Facebook would be a useful way to increase engagement with the community. Clerk to proceed.
5. Matters Outstanding
a. Snow Warden – the Clerk explained in greater detail the role of Snow Warden. R Maltby confirmed he would complete the application and training for snow warden, with the hope to recruit volunteers to assist in the other Parishes. The grit bin on Chimney Down Hill is to be adopted by DCC again. The bin has now been filled with grit. 
b. Accessibility of the website. The clerk reported on the key principles of accessibility and will continue working towards compliance, removing and updating documents where necessary. The issue of accessibility will always be an ongoing process.
c. Chimney Down S106 – it was unanimously agreed to set up a working group. Interested persons to email the clerk. The Clerk has already contacted Mid Devon for further information on how to proceed with the S106 application.

9. District and County Councillors’ Reports – Ray Radford summarised his report which is attached. Jo Norton reported the change to the Canonsleigh Ward Boundary which now includes Uplowman. A review is currently underway of the recycling and refuse collections including frequency and use of sacks/wheelie bins and asked that if anyone with any comments to contact her. The council was informed of the website Slowways.uk, a volunteer project to connect towns and villages creating a network of walking routes using existing footpaths.
