	•	Deliberations from the Police Policy Panel – a Government inspired consultation re: “Merging 		the Blue Light Services” i.e. Fire and Police and maybe at a later stage Ambulance Service as 		well.
	•	Advised to read the minutes of the meeting of Cabinet held 28th October. In which funding 		issues are outlined in respect of distribution of finance in the future.
	•	The Commissioning business set up by Shropshire Council is moving “as fast as we can”. It is 		anticipated that by 2020 there will be no Rate Support Grant Supplement 
	•	Demographic statistics confirm an aging population. This results in an increase to the cost of 9 		elderly care items that have been identified, items such as adult social care. Adult Social 			Services will cause a predictable overspend
	•	Profits from Commissioning is being made, but it is not “closing the gap” with outgoings thus 		it is being anticipated that there will be a need to increase council tax. This would be the 			permitted 1.99% increase.
	•	On Library Services – Shropshire has 22 Libraries and 4 Mobile Libraries costing £3.44 			million. At the present library closures are only being carried out where there is very low 			demand for the service.

He suggested that this matter be revisited after 		the receipt of any comment from this source. The meeting approved his suggestion.
