This starts to map out the
uses for land, eg: to support green areas,
leisure, employment, education, health,
housing and shops and businesses.

There is an ‘infrastructure wish list' associated
with the plan. If you have any suggestions for
your Parish, you should contact your Parish
Council with your idea, who will review if it
should go on the wish list. This can include
village hall improvements, village greens, bike
lanes, new play areas and footpaths.
