2. Apologies for absence   - Cllr Lonsdale, Cllr Coombes Cllr Loose, 
3. Declarations of INTEREST - none
4. To approve and sign the Minutes

4.1 It was resolved "THAT THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD 17th January 2018 BE APPROVED AND SIGNED BY CHAIRMAN”.  With the following amendments at point:-
8.3 Cllr Baldock said the proposal was against the Parish Councils Financial Regulations and that the tender process should include sealed bids opened by the Clerk in the presence of at least one councillor 
8.4 Cllr Baldock said he had made his concerns known about the Steering Group and while there he was unable to fulfil his duties as a Parish Councillor and therefore he was withdrawing from the Steering Group 
14.2 DCllr Lawrence reported from WDDC.  She informed the PC that the Police Precept could be an increase of £2 per week, the closing date for consultation closing date 24th January.  With regards to planning there will be committee in February and March and that would be the last of the planning committee.

Proposed: Cllr Williams, 2nd Cllr Kell Unanimously agreed.

PARISH PLAN MONITORING 

7.1
This point was taken early.  Cllr Baldock reported on the Parish plan with reference to point 26 and 28.  The extension of the footpath to A303 and the Cycle path from Longburton to Sherborne.  He gave a detailed account of the history of meetings and correspondence.  For point 28 the footpath request has been rejected due to financial priorities of the County Council.  For point 26 they are awaiting a report from Tara Hansford, CC on the various options of installing a cycle path.  Anthony Laycock  indicated that he would be very interested in supporting this development and it was agreed that he would write an article for the Longburton News to elicit community support for the venture.

FINANCIAL MATTERS & GRANTS
6.1 Final review of Financial Regulations by Cllr Henderson and Cllr Loader with input from Cllr Williams and the Clerk were circulated to Councillors prior to the meeting to review.  Cllr Baldock raised his concerns that the regulations were not circulated in sufficient time for a proper review of the regulations prior to the meeting.  Cllr Baldock Proposed: “That the approval of the regulations be moved to the next meeting for final decision”.  No seconded was forthcoming.  The resolution was not passed.

6.2 Cllr Williams proposed “That as recommended by Cllr Henderson, Cllr Loader, Cllr Williams and the Clerk, that the Financial Regulations are adopted”.  2nd Cllr Kell, Voted For: 5. Against: Cllr Baldcock.

6.3 Cllr Kell, Cllr Henderson, Cllr Lonsdale and Cllr Williams are now signatories  on the Parish Council Lloyds account.
6.4 Essentials for Councillors – Cllr Baldock invoice £65 
6.5 DAPTC subscription of £255.54 invoice received.  Points 6.4 & 6.5 Payment agreed, proposed Cllr Williams, Cllr Henderson, unanimously agreed.

6.6 Cllr Williams reported that the two smaller DCC grants he had initiated and the S106 payment that had to be paid by the end of March had been received. 
6.7 Invoice 8960 from Vision ICT Ltd £234.00 paid approval by email.
6.8 VAT refund applied for by the Clerk for last financial year.
6.9 Request for payment for £1155 and £231 for planning invoices received.  Payments approved via email.
6.10 Calor Rural Community Fund application information was circulated.  This is not suitable for this year, as work needs to be completed within the financial year.  However, it will be consider for next year.   
6.11 Vat response received from HM revenue regarding VAT status of the Development Project.  Cllr Williams is in email contact with HMRC and awaits further advice which will be reported in due course..

Cllr Williams recently received a concerned call from a resident regarding potential lack of advertising notices for the planning application.

Discussion took place regarding the planning processes when there is a difference of opinion between the Parish Council the West Dorset District Council Planning Department. In essence, DCllr Margaret Lawrence briefed that if CVPC made an objection, and had support from elected DCllrs, then if WDDC wished to Approve the Application should go to Committee for public discussion.

8.
DEPOT SITE UPDATE
8.1
Depot Site – Build Programme – Cllr Williams read a written report: NCH Update.

Since our last PC Mtg, Planning Applications for the Change of use of the existing VH to residential use and for the New Community Hall build are being processed by WDDC. 

They have asked for a bat survey for the existing VH and having selected a specialist Batman from 3 tenders we await the outcome.

A Quantity Surveyor has been selected – Slade Parry of Yeovil who have excellent credentials and will certainly reduce the weight from the Steering Group. When we hear from them regarding the potential cost of the NCH we will be able to bid for more grants and also be better able to see how our funding situation is.

We have an £78,800 grant and an offer of a £20K loan if necessary from WDDC Leisure Manager’s Department, with many thanks to John Lowe and Nigel Williams for putting the bid together and to Cllr Mary Penfold who presented the report to the committee and made the case for funding to be awarded to this project.  The decision was unanimously supported by the committee.

We are discussing our potential VAT status with HMRC, the outcome of which will determine which type of ownership/management arrangements we go for: run by a Charity or CVPC – will keep you informed.

Turning to our Finances – we have a brief by Tom Gilchrist.

WDDC’s Strategy Committee approved both a grant of £78,800 and a loan of £20,000 to Cam Vale Parish Council for the new village hall project.  Thanks to Cllr Penfold for her support and advice on obtaining this grant.

Cllrs Lonsdale asked that his comments regarding the use of a loan be minuted:-

“I would like to show my thanks and appreciation for the time and effort that the Chairman and the NCHSC have put into securing the grant from the WDDC however I need to raise my absolute objection to the CVPC undertaking a £20,000 loan for any purpose.”  In response Cllr Williams replied “Let me assure you that the loan is only an offer from DCC and like you I don’t want to take it unless absolutely necessary in order to make the project work.  It wouldn’t happen with huge scrutiny and majority agreement in any case.”
8.3
Response from HMRC regarding VAT received.  It indicated that the hall if within a Trust will not be subject to VAT.  If the PC take on ownership of the hall with a group of Managing Trustees then they may not be subject to VAT.  However, if any profit is made on the development then the project would be subject to VAT. Liaison between Cllr Williams and HMRC continue.

The Steering Group for the New Community Hall, with approval from Councillors, have contracted a Quantity Surveyor to take this next important phase of the project forward, Bid C at a cost of £12,950.  The decision to adopt the bid was agreed via email by all Councillors with the exception of Cllr Baldock.

Cllr Baldock felt that the decision of accepting this bid should have been brought to the full council meeting for discussion.  He asked a number of questions regarding the bid process.  It was agreed that these questions should be emailed to Tom Gilchrist for the  Steering Group to consider and respond.

DEFIBRILLATOR – Cllr Loose
9.1
The company Cllr Loose works for has generously donated an AED to the Village. Money has been raised by the community and the Defibrillator has been purchased.  This is a community asset not the property of the Parish Council.  Mrs ????????, landlady of the Rose and Crown who has supported the raising of money for the defibrillator, was happy for the housing of the equipment to be at the pub.  This is a central point for the village and the pub will be able to support the electrical supply.
