New Applications
SW/11/0878 Cheriton Lodge, Lower Norton Lane – Retrospective permission sought for fencing, electrically operated gates and vets/farrier's bay. Several objections had been received from residents and from a neighbouring parish council. These had been transmitted to SBC. The Council agreed to submit a formal objection.

SW/11/0921 Land south of Barbary Farmhouse, Provender Lane, Demolition of existing nursery school building and replacement with new dwelling and associated works.

The Council decided not to comment on this application.

An application from Beacon House London Road, had been withdrawn.

Councillor’s Reports.

Cllr.A.Trim reported hiring rate for the village hall had now been increased and that the Parish Council would now pay £6 per hour for their meetings.

Cllr. Steel reported that a new advertising sign at the Norton Ash Garage had been positioned such that it obscured the view of traffic from the left on the A2 when turning out of Norton Lane. Request to the owners to reposition it.

Correspondence.

An e-mail had been received from Teynham Parish Council suggesting that a new street light be installed at the junction of Lower Norton Lane and Lower Road. This could be financed by applying to the Council for grant funding from SBC (Cllr Bowles).
Having viewed the site the Council felt that this would achieve nothing in terms of road safety. (a view reportedly shared by Cllr. Bowles).  However the hedge on the corner of the road should be cut back to ensure better visibility. This has been reported to KHS.   The Council decided not to pursue the matter further.
