Annual strim in 

August 

Trees and 

saplings to be 

allowed to 

mature 

Eastern side of 

recreation ground 

entrance path to be left 

wild.  

To be strimmed on 

August 

To be mowed from 

path, back 1m, all year 

round 

Hedge to west of path to 

be permitted to grow to 

2m in height, then 

maintained at that height.  

 

To be mowed from path, to 

hedgerow.  

 

New hedgerow 

to be allowed 

to mature to 

natural height – 

no cutting. 

Areas to be allowed to 

grow wild.  

No cut! 

Trees and saplings to be 

allowed to mature 

Cut back 1m either side 

of path all year round 

 

KEY MAINTENANCE 

 

 All remaining areas to be cut back to recreational grass standard all year;  

 All footpath edges to the strimmed/ cut to recreational grass length. 

 ‘Chestnuts’ area to be allowed to rewild – no cutting 

 Southern boundary to be allowed to rewild – no cutting  

 Area around Changing Rooms to be strimmed and cut – kept low.

To be strimmed on 

August only 

To be mowed from 

path, back 5m, all year 

round 

Areas to be allowed to 

grow wild.  

No cut! 

Trees and saplings to be 

allowed to mature 

Cut back 5m from path 

of path all year round 

 

New hedgerow to be 

allowed to mature to a 

little over play area 

fence height. 

Ensure branches of new 
hedgerow are kept clear of
play area fencing (strim strip)

Strip between our hedge and Rookery
Court Hedge

late October

, but do not strim behind tree line

Do not strim between or behind trees,
new bushes are self establishing
