Introduction & Objective of this Booklet 
This booklet has been produced to provide members, particularly those new to the club, with basic information about how the Birstall Bowling Club (BBC) operates.
Birstall Bowling Club (BBC) was formed in 1945, playing on the old tennis courts at the rear of Lime House, Park Road, Birstall before moving to its current site in 1957
The aim of this publication is to help new members settle down quickly and enjoy their time at BBC. The club is managed by volunteers who willingly give their time to ensure that the club runs as smoothly as possible. External resources are only used when specialist help is required e.g. building services maintenance. Apart from that club members do everything. As time passes the current volunteers need to be replaced by other members. In this way the workload is shared and the club will continue to prosper. 
As in any organisation procedures change over time, so this booklet will be updated periodically to reflect those changes. We will also keep you posted by messages on the notice boards and on the website. If in doubt about anything please speak directly to any member of Committee.

Birstall Bowling Club Status
BBC is a members only Club 
Officers of the Club are elected at an Annual general meeting that shall be held no later than the last week in November, on a date fixed by the committee. The Secretary shall give at least seven days notice of the meeting in writing to its members. The end of year financial accounts will be presented at this meeting.

Property Ownership and leases
The land is owned by Birstall Parish Council to whom a yearly fee is paid. 
BBC is responsible for maintaining the property, surrounds and boundary fences


Club Rules
Club rules are determined and managed by the management committee and any changes are approved by the membership at a General Meeting or Special general meeting of the club. 
A copy of these rules can be found in the “Club folder” (on the unit next to the bar) and is freely available to all members.
The aims and objectives of the club will be:
· To offer coaching and competitive opportunities in BOWLS
· To promote the club within the local community and BOWLS
· To manage the Birstall Bowling Club
· To ensure a duty of care to all members of the club
· To provide all its services in a way that is fair to everyone

Affiliations 
BBC is affiliated to: 
· Bowls England
· Bowls Leicestershire 
· Leicester & District Bowls League
· Loughborough & District Bowls League 
· Leicester & District Parks Assoc.
Affiliation fees are payable by the club to these associations based on each year’s membership numbers/teams entered. 
MANAGEMENT OF CLUB 
Management Committee – All Officers and Committee members are appointed, for 1 year, at each Annual General Meeting. 
A quorum of 5 or more Committee members is required at each Committee Meeting. 
Fifteen members shall constitute a quorum at an Annual general or special meeting.
The Committee determines policy for the Club manages specific aspects of the club’s operations and is responsible for ensuring compliance with all laws & club rules. 
All aspects of the club’s operations are the responsibility of the Committee. However much of this responsibility is delegated for the day to day operations of the club. 




COACHING 
The club’s qualified coaches provide 4 free coaching sessions to any member of the public who wishes to try bowls, normally through its Play Bowls 4 Fun Open day.
Coaching woods are available and can be found in the cupboards in the Men’s and Ladies changing room. 
Improvement coaching for existing members is available on request. These coaching sessions can be arranged through the Coach or Secretary
Junior coaching is available on request
MEMBERSHIP 
There are a number of grades of membership each paying a different annual membership fee. Subscriptions are due by the first game each year.

VOLUNTEERS - THE IMPORTANCE OF WITHIN THE CLUB
Volunteers assist across the whole of the club’s operations including coaching, property maintenance, clubhouse cleaning, management, administration, finance, First aid, Safeguarding officer, Bar & catering support
Our Club would not exist without volunteers. If you can do anything to help the running of the Club please let us know.
BOWLING ACTIVITIES  
Green usage
1. National Competitions - Members are eligible to enter national competitions which are managed by Bowls England. If successful in the early rounds they will then play the final stages at Leamington Spa. The challenging team must offer alternative dates for the match to be played. For home matches you need to check rink availability. 

2. County Competitions The format for county competitions is very similar to the National Competitions except the organisation is managed by Bowls Leicestershire, and the finals are held at nominated venues within the County.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                          

3. League Matches - Monday afternoon Triples League, Wednesday evening Leicester league
A squad of players is required by the Captains, who select best teams, based on merit on a weekly basis. If you wish to be considered please speak to the Captains as soon as possible in the season.
Availability lists are also in the Changing rooms.
When teams have been selected, please tick off on the team sheet to confirm your availability.
4. Internal Club Competitions
All members are eligible to enter.
Members are notified which competitions are being arranged each year, and enter these by completing an entry form, copies of which are provided by the Competition Secretary.
The majority of competitions operate on a knockout basis with the finalists playing each other during Finals Weekend at the club – normally in September.
Draws are made on an agreed date approx 3-4 weeks before the first round.
The entries are arranged in initial playing order by the Competition Secretary who then places this schedule on the competition notice board in the changing room.
Draws for the mixed competitions are on the notice board near the Bar.
The first named is the challenger, who is responsible for agreeing match date & time and for getting a marker. Although the second named can do this if they have not heard from the challenger
All competitions should be played by the due date, where possible.
Trophies and prizes are given out at the Clubs annual Presentation Dinner. It would be nice to see all winners and runners up at this event.
5. Friendly Matches
These games against other Bowling Clubs and are generally held on Thursday and Saturday afternoons, both home and away, with mixed matches being on a Sunday.
 The Ladies also play friendlies on midweek afternoons – see Diary for details
6. Mixed Friendly Matches 
Mixed Friendly matches are open to all club members. The matches are arranged by the Fixture Secretary. 
The Mixed Friendly Captain places notices on the Mixed notice board, located at the side of the bar, for members to register their interest in playing. 
The Captain then selects teams, places this on the same notice board with start times for home matches, departure time for away matches and dress code. 
7. Club sessions aka ‘Chummies’
These are now all mixed and take place on a:
· Monday afternoon, starting at 2:30pm; 
· Tuesday night, starting at 6:00pm 
· Friday night, starting at 6pm
There is a Tuesday night Spoons competition (Mixed from 2018) where players are allocated a team, playing position and rink. This allows new and existing members to integrate and play in a variety of positions. 
8. [bookmark: _GoBack]Roll Ups (Social bowling) - A roll up is where a member practices either alone or with colleagues. This can be arranged by members at anytime apart from when the green is being cut – normally Monday, Wednesday & Friday mornings before 10:00am/10:30am





































A-Z of Useful Information and or Guidance
Access to Club
· Designated members unlock the gate & clubhouse each morning.
· Members have access to the clubhouse via the changing room combination pad. 
· Keys to Clubhouse – are available from Secretary or Treasurer. The key always remains the property of the club and must be returned when, for whatever reason, a member leaves the club. Replacement keys must be paid for by members. 
· Keys to the main gate are held by nominated individuals who also close the club each day.
· Keys to the equipment shed are kept in the changing room.
Annual Membership renewals
· Two Pre-season dates arranged & notified by Club Secretary
· Purpose to pay annual subscriptions
· Enter club Competitions
Applications for New Members
· Blank applications can be found in the ‘Club folder ‘ on the unit at the side of the Bar in the Clubhouse
· Requests need to be signed by a proposer and seconder.
· Applications will come before the next committee meeting
Availability lists & Team sheets
· Team Captains pick appropriate teams from the availability lists that are in the Changing rooms, normally on the morning of the game, for the following week.
· Please mark your availability with a tick on the spreadsheet – please take care to put the tick on the correct line. If you know that you are definitely not available please put a cross.
· Please check the team sheet board by Wednesday at 7:00pm and tick to confirm your attendance – this really helps the captains.
· Also look to see if you are on Rink duty (please see match duties below), or a nominated driver 
· If you are a nominated driver, please arrive 5 -10 mins before the listed departure time & report to the Captain
· Please note the meeting time for both Home & away matches. Please be there before the marked time
· Mixed Games – Details, availability lists & team selection can be found on the notice board next to bar.
Bag storage 	Space is provided in the changing room for Bags – Please keep this area tidy
Bar and Catering
· Coffee and tea is available in the kitchen – a nominal charge of 50p per drink is applied on an honesty basis.
· All other drinks are served from the bar when open – generally this is open on match days & Club days or bowling events or evening functions are held. 
· The club has a very well equipped kitchen and extensive storage facilities. 
· Bar staff and Catering is probably the most challenging area to find sufficient volunteers to help. 
· Members are requested to return empty glasses to the bar area to ease the pressure on the volunteers. 
Booking a Rink  
· Rink availability can be checked in the diary on the unit at the side of the bar.     
· Club fixtures will be entered into the diary before the start of the season.
· Please note the order of priority re games on the rink:
Club organised matches (including league matches) –> National Competitions –> County Competitions –> Club competitions –> Chummies (agreed dates & times) –> Roll Ups  
· A rink booking is made by writing the member’s match details in the diary, clearly showing the start time, type of match & number of rinks required.
· If a roll up is taking place and there is no other free rink for a higher priority match, then they should stand aside.
Bowling Equipment Sales 	 Adverts can be found or placed on the notice boards in the changing rooms.
Clothing and Footwear 
· The national regulations for dress have eased significantly in recent years. BBC dress code is explained within the fixture book. 
· Footwear is extremely important and shoes must have a totally flat sole. 
· All new members are provided with a free club shirt, on payment of a full annual subscription. Further shirts can be purchased from the Treasurer
· Shower proof jackets, in the club colours can also be purchased.
· As a general rule(but see teams sheets):
· Afternoon friendly match, this will normally be White below the waist with a club shirt. 
· Evening matches, or midweek league matches - Grey below the waist and a club shirt.
· Finals played in Whites

Club Stickers  	These should be on your woods when playing for the Club – One set provided free with annual membership.  Further stock is available to purchase from behind the Bar at a nominal cost.
Equipment
1. Bowls Gatherers 
· The bowls gatherers are there to be used to save you having to kick up the woods. 
· They are stored in the equipment shed, at the back, on the rack provided.
· If used, please return these to the store after your game, unless the next person onto the rink requests it.

2. Jacks and Mats 
· Skips are responsible for ensuring that the jack and mat are neatly placed on the rink, ready for the game. 
· The mat at the scoreboard end is to be left neatly on the walkway at that end of the rink. 
· Jacks can be found in the changing room or store shed.
· At the end of the game, Jacks should be returned to the store shed.  
· If there are no other games that day, all equipment can be returned to storage, which will help those locking up.

3. Scoreboards
· Scoreboards are to be turned back to Zero at the end of each game, before storing back in the equipment shed. 
· If no other rinks are being used after your game, please return these to storage.

4. Groundsheets
· A rectangular piece of canvas or other suitable fabric placed temporarily on the surface of the green to protect it from any damage caused as a result of a player delivering the jack or bowl.
· The decision to use groundsheets can be made either before the start of play or at any time during play.
· The rear edge of the groundsheet should be placed at least 2 metres from the rear ditch and at least 25 metres from the front ditch.
· The groundsheet must be securely fastened to the surface of the green
· The mat should be placed to just overlap the rear end of the ground sheet. 
· Bowls should be delivered along the mat, not thrown off it!
· Following the game if no further rink usage is required the mats should be placed back in storage in the Store shed and all securing’s (nails) placed within the boxes provided – None should be left on the green, as they will cause damage to the mower
5. Scorecards
· Scorecards – blank one are kept in the cabinet in toilets –
· Completed ones placed in the appropriate plastic display rack – in the Men’s changing room.

Etiquette  	Our sport has a long tradition of sporting behaviour and is an area that members need to be aware of – see appendix 2 below for more details.
Fixture books 
· These are issued before the start of the season, containing details of all pre-arranged matches on the green.
· They are handed to each member following payment of their subscription. 
· The website also has a full list of all fixtures.
Match Duration 	Depends on the game being played:
· Rinks, Pairs, Two Wood Singles– 21 ends
· Triples, Leicester League – 18 ends
· All other Singles, except Two woods – 21 shots
Newsletter - Produced by Andy Wye – Are placed on the two notice boards as well as on the club website. This aims to ensure that members are kept fully aware of bowling activities as well as social events, how the club is faring financially and development plans for the club. 
Policies
· Our safeguarding & disciplinary procedures are in line with requirements of Bowls Leicestershire & Bowls England.
Recruitment
Through natural wastage the club will lose members each year. The club must always maintain an active marketing campaign to ensure these losses are replaced by new members. 
The club advertises using the material provided by Bowls England and distributed by our members
If anyone is interested in assisting Steve Bacon with any of the following – please speak with him:
• Increasing junior participation through improved schools liaison 
• Increasing elderly participation through improved contact with senior citizens groups such as U3A, Probus etc. 
• Increasing working member numbers through encouraging corporate events which combine bowls with business meetings and refreshment. 
These areas are in addition to the normal marketing of the club through flyers, personal contact and increasingly important, a very active and up to date website which all members are encouraged to view and contribute to - www.birstallbowlingclub.co.uk 
Restrictions
· Items to be brought onto the playing surface It is important that food and drink are never brought onto the playing surface. Drinks may be consumed on the rink side around the green.
· Smoking Is not allowed on the green, or in the immediate vicinity of the doors into the clubhouse.
· Use of mobile phones The use of mobile phones for texting, telephone calls, internet access or social media contact is not allowed on the bowls green or surrounding walkways. Mobile phones must be set to silent when people are inside the club. 
Rink Duty 
· The duty rink meets 30 minutes before meeting time for home matches. Duties include, ensuring all equipment is around green & flag is up and setting out the required number of tables with cutlery, salt/pepper, serviettes, serving equipment and mats, rink numbers & raffle tickets.
· Rink fees which cover your meal cost and travel contribution are collected from the players by your Skip, who hands monies to the team Captain, after the meal. 
Selection for Men’s Representative Matches 
· The club enters national and county knockout competitions 
· Team selection is organised by the Men’s Selection Team. 
· The teams are selected on merit from players who have indicated at the start of the season that they wish to be considered

Setting out of the green 
· This is done by club members on a rota basis. 
· They unlock the gate & clubhouse, allowing entry via the changing room (keypad).
· Please remember, when leaving, to clear the combination on the changing room door lock in order to protect our belongings.

APPENDIX 1

THE GAME OF BOWLS
Bowls is a great game. It is simple to play, but like any great sport it does have a few rules, customs and requirements that can be confusing. Try not to learn by making mistakes – If you are not sure about something just ask a more experienced player – they will only be too happy to help.
Enjoy playing and learning but most importantly..... Have Fun

BEFORE LEAVING HOME
· Ensure you have all your equipment & correct clothing
· Money
· Know where you are going – check the fixture book, or website
ARRIVING TO PLAY BOWLS 
· Arrive in good time at the bowls club and then locate the relevant home/away or male/ female changing rooms and change into your bowling attire.
· A bowls carrier can be useful to carry your bowls from the changing room to the bowling area. 
· After changing remember to take your bowls, measures, chalk or pen if required. 
· If you are playing at number 2 in a fours or pairs match, skip in a triples match or in a singles match you will need a pen to record the scores on the scorecard. 
· If you are playing at number three in a fours match, two in a triples or lead in a pairs match, you will need a bowls measure to measure the distance between bowls when it is difficult to judge which is closer to the jack. 

· Report to the person in charge of your team for that day & let them know you are there 
· Do not forget you will need money for the Tea, raffle & socialising afterwards
PRE BOWLING ACTIVITIES
· If playing in a friendly match the club captain before commencement of the match will normally stand on the green and hand out the score cards to the skips of each rink. 
· You will have been notified which skip you are playing with and then make your way to the allocated rink after all the rinks have been called out.
· If you are already aware what rink you are playing on make your way to the rink in good time before the match is due to start. 
· When all players are assembled shake hands with everybody on both teams wishing them good luck for the match ahead. 
ROLES DURING THE MATCH: Each player in a team has different duties to perform as well as bowling requirements. 
The role of the lead is to deliver the jack to the length requested by the skip and then to deliver their bowl to rest as close as possible to the jack. 
The number 2’s follows suit by delivering their bowls to finish as close to the jack as possible. This is called “building the head”. 
The number 3’s will be asked by the skip to either continue to build the head, play defensive bowls to cover positions where if the jack is moved the opponents could score many shots or to play attacking shots to either remove opposition woods or move the jack. 
The skips will play similar shots to the number 3 carrying the ultimate responsibility for the result of each end as they play the last bowls. 
THE GAME ITSELF
The person to play first, called the lead, will be decided, before most games, by the Captains who will to decide who can make the decision whether to “take the mat” or hand it to the opposition. 
· Whoever takes the mat will place it on the rink parallel to the direction of bowling on a position that is a minimum of 2 metres from the ditch. 
· The person who places the mat will then deliver the jack to a position that has to be a minimum of 23 metres from the front of the mat, to the nearest point of the jack after it has been centred
· The skip will centre the jack so that it starts in the centre of the rink. 
The lead who first placed the mat will then bowl their first wood. 
Once this comes to rest, the mat passes to the opposition lead who will then deliver their wood. 
The person standing on the mat and their skip have possession of the rink from the moment that the previous wood came to rest until their own wood comes to rest. 
Once the wood has come to rest, possession of the mat transfers to the opposing team. 
If the bowler who has delivered a wood wishes to speak with their skip or vice versa this must only be carried out when their team is in possession of the mat. 
The skip will ask their bowlers to play bowls to certain positions and indicate to the player where their previous wood lies in relationship to the jack. 
Once the leads have finished delivering their woods the number two’s and number three’s will then deliver their woods in order, until all of the players at the mat end have delivered their woods. 
These bowlers will then walk along the centre of the rink to the opposite end of the rink where the woods have been delivered. 
This is called “the head” and all players will stand still behind the head. 
At the same time the skips will walk to the mat and deliver their woods with the number 2 in triples or the number 3 in fours (also called rinks) providing advice to their skip from the head when their skip is in possession of the mat. 
Once all bowls have been delivered the person who gave the skip advice in conjunction with their opposite number will determine how many shots are to be awarded to the team whose bowl was closest to the jack. 
If the bowls are a similar distance from the jack then the person who challenges the number of shots requested by the opposition will measure the distance between the jack and the bowls. 
No woods are to be disturbed until these people have agreed the number of shots and they will then communicate the score to their skips. 
No other players are to become involved in the measuring process and must stand away from the head and not comment. 
The only exception will occur when the player is physically unable to measure and then, by agreement, another member of their team can measure on their behalf.
 In serious matches an umpire will be present and measure if the players cannot agree. 
Once the score has been agreed the number two’s will adjust the score board to record the change in the total score and the additional end played. 
In all matches as soon as the score has been decided the lead who will deliver the jack is expected to place the mat as quickly as possible. 
The opposition lead is expected to use the bowls gatherer to collect the woods and place them behind the mat. 
If the bowls gatherer is not used the members of the team will push the bowls back using their feet. 
The number two in fours, skip in triples, lead in pairs or the marker in singles will record the score on the scorecard after the measure has been completed. 
DURING THE GAME
Chalking of woods – (Touchers) – see Laws of the Sport of Bowls – Crystal mark 3rd Edition for full details
This is the responsibility of a person from the team who delivered the bowl or the marker.
Woods are chalked and become a ‘toucher’ when a bowl in its original course touches the jack and remains within the boundaries of the green, including the ditch, provided it touches the jack before entering the ditch.
The wood can also be a toucher if:
a) it falls and touches the jack at any time after it comes to rest and the next bowl is delivered; or
b) in the case of the last end, it falls and touches the jack within 30 seconds of the bowl stopping (at request of the skip)
If by chalking the wood it will move, then either use a chalk spray or nominate the wood. Nominated woods should be chalked as soon as it is safe to do so.
Chalk must be removed after the conclusion of that end.
If a toucher goes into the ditch it remains a ‘live’ wood for that end and can be included in the final measuring.
Any ‘live’ wood or jack that enters the ditch should be marked by use of the provided red or white markers to indicate to the players about to bowl their position.

Scorecards – see Laws of the Sport of Bowls (Section 3)
The skip is responsible for the score card, whilst the game is in progress (40.1.7.1) however in domestic play only, the scoring can be delegated to another member of the rink (40.1.9) but this must be a player in the same position on both sides. This is usually sorted by the Captains pre game.


It is strongly advised that members should familiarise themselves with the Laws of the game. Copies can be obtained from Bowls England at a nominal charge.

















APPENDIX 2

ETIQUETTE – This is an area that members need to be aware of.
We are a sport with a long tradition of sporting behaviour. 
New bowlers are invariably either left to find out for themselves what is expected of them, or they find themselves confronted by another bowler who delights in telling them what they are allowed and not allowed to do. This latter approach can be very disconcerting and in our club we want every new bowler to feel welcome in a friendly environment. This section on etiquette is included to help new members understand the sport whilst reading it in the comfort of their armchair. 
1. Each bowler during a game is expected to be ready to bowl when it is their turn and to concentrate on the match. In competitive matches save your socialising for afterwards. 
2. Players are expected to be quiet and not move at the head end when a player is preparing to bowl. 
3. Remain behind the mat (1m) & do not do anything to distract your opponent.
4. Always remember that, as soon as your bowl has come to rest, possession of the rink (at both ends) passes to your opponent.
5. Avoid obscuring the rink number and rink markers from the bowler. 
6. Be aware of players on adjacent rinks. 
7. Keep to your own rink and do not become a wanderer and distract other bowlers. 
8. Do not walk past the end of a rink when somebody is about to bowl towards you. Spectators please also be aware.
9. Encourage and praise the rest of the team including the skip.  Bowls is a team game, everyone should be working together.
10. Don’t applaud a team member who has outrageous luck and admit a fluke shot with grace. 
11. Compliment your opponents’ bowls and don’t wave your opponents’ bowls through the head. 
12. Never criticise your opponents, the green or your own team. If you cannot say anything positive, do not say anything at all.
13. Minimise the distraction and interference with bowlers on adjacent rinks during movement between ends by walking, as far as possible, along the centre of the rink. 
14. Be gracious whether you win or lose. 
15. At the end of the game shake hands with your opposition. 
16. In a singles game thank the marker and offer to buy them, as well as your opposition, a drink. 
17. After matches be prepared to offer your opposition a drink and socialise with them. 
18. All members are recommended to read the Laws of Bowls to familiarise themselves with the laws governing the sport. This is particularly important when playing at national level. 







APPENDIX 3
MARKING A GAME - As a marker you can make or break a game!
A Good Marker always:
1. Knows the names of the 2 players, which of them is the challenger, what the competition is & knows the difference between the players Bowls.
2. Has useful equipment handy – Measure; Chalk; Wedges; Pen & Scorecard.
3. Advises the players beforehand that they will answer any questions asked by them 
4. Pay full attention to the game being marked.
5. Remembers to be alert, decisive, unobtrusive and neutral.
6. Ensures that the mat is always centred, particularly if the mat has been brought up.
7. Satisfied that the Jack is of a legal length and centres it once it has stopped rolling.
8. Stands still behind the head, at an angle, with a good vision to be able to answer questions.
9. Only provides the information requested by the player asking.
10. When asked, tell or show the player in possession of the rink, the location of the jack.
11. When asked, tell or show the player in possession of the rink, which bowl or bowls the marker, considers to be shot.
12. Marks a ‘toucher’ before the next bowl is delivered and removes the chalk marks from non touchers as soon as they come to rest. 
13. Stops any bowl that is from a neighbouring rink and could move a jack or bowl that is at rest.
14. Marks the position of a jack or any toucher which are in the ditch.
15. Waits at the head, without disturbing the jack or any bowl until the players have agreed the number of shots scored.
16. Measures any disputed shot or shots only when asked to do so by either player.
17. If there is a tight measure and the players cannot agree, call on an umpire or mutually agreed neutral before disturbing the situation.
18.  Following the completion of an end - Records the score on the score card and confirms the match score to the players. Keeps the scoreboard up to date (if being used) and removes from the rink the mat used during the previous end
19. In a Two Wood game ensure that the ends are registered on the score board.
20. Walks up the side of the rink, so as not to delay the players starting the next end.
21. Knows what to do if an extra end is required
22. Asks the players to sign the scorecard after the game
Never stands on the Bank having a cigarette or chatting, or watching another game or offers the players advice.
