2022/23 Precept
Agreed a 2% increase to precept – SCC noted
· 2021/22 precept generated £22,194
· 2022/23 0% increase would be £22,604 based on a parish household increase of 1.85%
· 3.9% increase from the 2022 base rate would generate £23,485 – this is in line with SCC increase
· 2% increase from the 2022 base rate would generate £23,056 (£0.52) increase per household
The PC members agreed unanimously to increase the precept by 2%. The PC felt that there was a need to elevate the precept due to inflations and running cost increases, however, could afford to limit the increase this year based on pandemic impact on parishioners.
DH Filled in the form and signed off

1 – Big Idea – Discussed the Village Hall and reflected upon the Zion Chapel process and how the PC now intend to support BHVH.
Discussed previous suggestions and how they feel 2 years on.
Agreed that the VH should have facilities fit for the parish/village and aim to include the younger and older members of the parish.
A driver for the PC would be to assist in PC target to improve youth provision in the parish.
