
MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF BORDEN GATE PARISH COUNCIL
MEETING 49 HELD ON 22.03.2023 AT HUNTSHAM VILLAGE HALL AT 7.30PM

1. Apologies accepted:  L Delafield Cook, C Hill, R Maltby and MDDC Cllr J Norton, DCC Cllr R Radford
2. Declarations of interest – None
3. Minutes of the meeting held 25/01/2023 were unanimously approved and were signed as a true and correct record by the Chairman H Bainbridge.
4. Matters Outstanding
a. Chimney Down & S106 – The specimen silver birch tree donated by Devon Wildlife Trust had been planted and tree protection* erected with the help of a local volunteer. It was thought that a plaque to commemorate the Coronation could be added later. A short discussion on a nature trail as part of the S106 funding was held with the consensus that a greater understanding of the natural environment would help people to appreciate and encourage responsible use of the open space.
b. Parish Paths Partnership (P3) – The Clerk reported that Devon County Council had already started work on requested improvements, these include broken or missing signage around Hockworthy and extensive work on a footpath in Clayhanger.
c. Coronation – Reports of Bring-and-Share events in Clayhanger and Hockworthy planned for the Sunday. Clayhanger’s plans include closing the road and a licenced bar. There was no report of an event planned in Huntsham. Details of mugs to commemorate the Coronation had been circulated. Mugs had proved popular for the Platinum Jubilee which were sold and the funds raised towards purchase of the defibrillator. It was thought to do the same for the Coronation. M Williams proposed, A Brown seconded and it was unanimously agreed to purchase one box of 36 mugs at a cost of £234.00 plus delivery of £12.00 
5. Planning Applications for comment: none. Time had been allowed for any questions relating to planning but there were none. The Parish Council had not yet received any updates on the applications at Staple Cross Farm. It was thought that the applications were going to the Planning Committee in April, but confirmation had yet to be received.

c. Bank reconciliation 28th February 2023 – Total balances held £9,398.07
7. Civility and Respect Project – Following a short discussion, members, although agreeing with the ethos of the project which has been signed by over a 1000 Councils, did not feel it was necessary given that Councillors must follow the Code of Conduct. The Chair made a proposal to adopt The Pledge but there was no support.
8. Training – A training event is planned in conjunction with Bampton Town Council in June (29th) which will be delivered by the Devon Association of Local Councils (DALC). This will be an in-person evening event at a beneficial cost to the Council. 
9. Elections 4th May 2023 – The notice of elections for Parish and District Council elections had been placed on all the notice boards around the Parishes and on the Council’s website on 17th March. Nomination forms can be downloaded from Mid Devon District Council’s website which must be hand delivered to MDDC offices before the deadline. 
10. Defibrillators – Clayhanger Councillors reported a need to replace batteries and pads for the defibrillator in Clayhanger. Fundraising has taken place but a grant of £100 from the Council to help maintain the equipment was requested. All agreed that this should be supported and A Brown proposed, seconded by H Bainbridge and unanimously agreed in principle to a grant of a £100 for the maintenance of the defibrillator. Payment to be approved at the next meeting.
11. Police reports – email alerts posted on Facebook. 
12. District and County Councillors’ Reports – DCC Cllr Ray Radford provided a report – see documents.        MDDC Cllr J Norton will no longer be the Ward Councillor for the area following the elections. The Council, in her absence, praised her commitment and attendance at meetings and for the information she had provided over the years. The Council wished her well in the future. 
13. Correspondence – An email had been received asking for details of hunts in the Clayhanger area. The question is not within the remit of the Parish Council and the Clerk has responded to this effect.
Acknowledgement emails thanking the Parish Council had been received from all beneficiaries of Parish Council grants and these include the three Parish Churches, the CAB and Mid Devon Mobility Transport. 
14. Clerk’s report – nothing further to add.
15. Councillors’ reports - M Williams reported that full fast fibre broadband was finally up and running in Huntsham and that DCC Cllr Ray Radford had been informed as he had helped to bring this about. Pot holes were once again discussed particularly around Luckleigh as despite some much needed repairs made the road is still in a very poor condition. 
16. The Date of the Next Parish Council Meeting will be on Wednesday 17th May at 7.00pm at Clayhanger WI Hall and will start with the Annual Parish Meeting immediately followed by the Annual Parish Council Meeting. There is a possibility that the date might change due to the availability of the Clerk.
