[bookmark: _GoBack]Prior to the commencement of the meeting, two bird watchers, John Hopper and Pete Saunders spoke to  Parish Councillors regarding their concerns about dog walkers trespassing up to the water’s edge at the Railway Lake. There are Little Ringed Plovers nesting in the area, a grade one protected bird, which could be disturbed by dogs being exercised in an inappropriate manner.   Broken and inadequate fencing allowed these dog walkers to trespass.  Eric Allwood, one of the land owners involved, offered to meet with the bird watchers and explain where the legal boundaries were so that contact could be made with the appropriate landowners to get fences maintained, and possibly, once permission had been obtained, arrange signage from RSPB to explain the importance of the area to water birds, resulting in more cooperative behaviour. It was suggested that an article be submitted to the Hoveringham News to make people more aware.  AN suggested that informing the Nottinghamshire Wildlife Trust warden could be helpful.

5. Chapel Field:   a site meeting was held to look at maintenance issues.   M Clifford Services have been asked to quote for cutting shrubs back, Western Power have been asked to disconnect the standard lamp as well as terminate the electricity supply, a cheque will be sent to them.  MAC will contact Jeanette Sheehan to push things along, the garage can then be removed.  MAC will contact Phil Beard at NSDC regarding safety checks on the field. Various trophies are around the village which need returning as they are awarded at the Village Sports Day.  AN has made enquiries with regard to improving the income from the CCLA fund and has located a fund which could bring an interest rate of 3.9% but as it has to be invested for a minimum of five years a new mandate will be required. The new constitution has been approved.

7.4 Permissive Footpath around the Lake: - Reports of dog fouling, check if tree stumps have been cut.
7.5 Railway Lake: –PT offered to contact the owner of New Farm who requested information on the planning consent given.

8. Cemetery and Church Yard: 
8.1 Cemetery price review, progress has been made but is ongoing. David Armitage has looked at the graves in the cemetery and produced a Database, detailing which plots are available.  There are 185 plots which have bodies that have been interned for over 100 years so these plots are reusable, alleviating any problem with space. The Parish Council thanked him for his work on this matter.
9. Village Website: the Clerk is to check if Councillors’ telephone numbers and email addresses need to be displayed on the village website.
PT offered to rewrite the Parish Council Notes for insertion into the Hoveringham News in a more user friendly manner, which might make Village residents take notice.  
10. The Queens Birthday Weekend:- a committee has been formed to organise a street party on June 12th which will be held on Gonalston Lane near to the Village Hall, approximate time 11am -5pm.  Councillor Jackson to find out if charges apply for the necessary road closures.  The Village Hall committee has offered to pay for entertainment on that day.
11. Highways: - excessive litter on grass verges, overgrown pavements.  Councillor Jackson said budget cuts had worsened the problem. Potholes had been repaired.
