He informed the meeting briefly of the financial constraints that now influence 	decision	making.  Funding of the order required to drain the section of Field Lane is simply not 	available.
	He then put to the meeting the notion that the section of Field Lane affected by this flooding 	should be re-classified as a Bridleway. 
	After consideration of the factors involved, the councillors present unanimously agreed to accept this 	proposal for now but that it be revisited at the next agenda for a final decision.

Matters reported from Shropshire Council.  Councillor M Wood gave the following report.
· He is now a member of the Cabinet. His portfolio includes: all Corporate Services, IT, Legal and Democratic Services for Assets and Small Holdings, Human Resources.
· He is charged with making funding savings of £77million.
· The Limited Companies are now being wound down, the services involved are coming back into Council Responsibility
· There is a need to look to balance an anticipated loss of potential earnings of £6 million 
· Rate Support Grant will be gone by 2020. The proposal from Government to link funding to business Rates, is not beneficial for a county such as Shropshire which is largely agricultural rather than commercial.
· Council Tax is due to rise by 3.99%
· There is funding from Central Government for Adult Social services. 2% of increase is ring-fenced for this expenditure heading.  The cost of which is increasing in the order of £126K each week.
· A decision has been taken to remain in Shirehall. The occupancy had been reduced and the spare capacity is to be rented out. The leases on other properties are to be sold. There are repairs needed to the roof, Solar Panels are to be fitted to bring in an anticipated £30K per year
· Budgets are extremely tight, this will lead to cuts in service. There has been no decision yet made on which services are to be cut. Some of these changes will be unpalatable.
