[bookmark: _GoBack]“Arthur Wragg was the son of William Wragg, who was a man of many parts. William was a bricklayer, small farmer and postmaster at Kirton and ran all these operations from the house known as “Greensleeves” the home of the Parkinson family for approximately the last half a century.
On the outbreak of hostilities Arthur volunteered for the Royal Navy. This was alleged to be responsible for the chest complaint he suffered from in later life.
 He afterwards married Mrs. Henton of Doncaster Farm, Boughton and settled in the village.
My last knowledge of him was at the end of the Second World War when he ran Boughton Station practically single handed, his only help being one of his daughters.
 He is buried in Boughton Churchyard.
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
