6. Parish Maintenance Scheme.

SBC had been contacted again regarding the missing Trefoil sign that was reported to 
them in October 2017. The PC have been advised that signs for The Trefoil Provender 
Lane and Rushett Lane are now on order.

SBC had cleaned the mud around the triangle at Lewson Street also mud at the bottom 
of Norton Lane and a damaged man hole cover had been replaced.


Posts that were sticking out onto the road in Provender Lane have been removed by 
KCC. Both Arthur Finn and Oliver Doubleday Farms had been contacted several times 
by the Chairman  but both denied that the posts were on their property therefore KCC 
were contacted and asked to remove them as they were dangerous to drivers.


Grass verges along the A2 had been cut by KCC.


Farmers that have overgrown hedgerows on their property had been issued with notices 
from KCC to cut them back as they are making visibility dangerous to drivers when
pulling out onto the A2


The uneven public footpath at the sports ground entrance from Norton Lane had been 
reported to KCC.


No reply had been received from Legal & General requesting them to treat the ragwort 
problem at the Old Nursery site.
