10. Matters Arising
Play Equipment Signage	Cllr. Rooke reported this has been received and installed.
Disrepair of Phone Box	Cllr. Rooke has cleaned it. There is talk of relocating it in the future, and there is discussion of someone painting it. Ongoing.
Clerk Laptop			MacBook secured from Cllr. Pett’s daughter and should be available around Christmastime. Clerk to become familiar with operating system. Noted that there may be an additional cost going forward for cloud storage etc.
		
11. Correspondence
Rural Transport has requested £500 or more from all parish councils per year for the next three years to cover their cost. Following some discussion, councillors were happy to offer £150 per year for the next three years.
Clerk to contact with offer.
Fire Service requested feedback; handout offered to councillors.
North Devon Record Office requested funds to continue their work. General feeling that council is unable to afford this commitment at present.

Christmas Lights – Cllr. Rooke had heard feedback that the Christmas lights could be brighter. Despite concerns about vandalism, it was generally agreed to go ahead and purchase brighter lights.

Community Events – Cllr. Greenaway stated there were plans for more events like the for the Jubilee, e.g. a Tribute Band event. The intention is for these events to fund themselves with assistance from the Tetcott Fund but it was wondered whether the Council bank account would be able to handle these funds. It was decided this would not be appropriate.

Tetcott Fund banking – Wendy Rooke has offered to take on the Tetcott Fund side of the Clerk’s duties. To be arranged or decided.

Emails – several councillors noted the lack of reply when it comes to emails, especially from the clerk. Please can councillors acknowledge receipt or at least voice no opinion. Clerk to look into ‘read receipts’ on emails.
