17/18/003   CO-OPTION OF A PARISH COUNCILLOR
Mr Pinnock has expressed an interest in becoming a Parish Councillor. Another resident put herself forward, but due to only one vacancy it was decided that it should be awarded to Mr Pinnock
It was resolved that Mr Pinnock was co-opted onto the Parish Council.

17/18/001 ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN FOR 2017
a) Mr Weld proposed Mr Paul Pinnock as Chairman. This was seconded by Mrs Manuel. Mr Pinnock was the only nomination for Chairman. It was unanimously agreed that Mr Pinnock was elected Chairman for the coming year.
i) Mr Pinnock introduced himself and explained that he has lived in the
village for 21 years and is keen to play an active part in village life. He is keen to set up a subcommittee to look at organising social events to make life even better for people living in the village.
It was resolved that Mr Paul Pinnock was elected Chairman.
b)	Mr Paul Pinnock accepted the position of Chairman and duly signed his
Declaration of Acceptance of Office form.
17/18/002  ELECTION OF VICE-CHAIRMAN FOR 2017/18
Mrs Manuel proposed Mr Matthew Barnes as Vice-Chairman. This was seconded by Mrs Strowbridge and it was unanimously agreed that Mr Barnes was elected Vice-Chairman for the coming year.
17/18/004    PUBLIC PARTICIPATION PERIOD
a) It was commented upon by a resident that the Army sign on the B3070 is filthy and needs cleaning. District Cllr Quinn will contact the Army.
b) Trees have been cut down near 30 East Lulworth and it was asked what is happening. A planning application was agreed and granted to have the trees felled. Some of the trees had to be removed due to the close proximity of the wall, while in other areas a replanting scheme will take place.
c) There has been numerous accounts of speeding in the village and it was asked what the update was on the Army bypass. The County Council does not own part of the road and they asked the Army to bring it up to an acceptable standard. Very few vehicles stop actually in the village and it is felt that by painting white lines vehicles could be directed to use the bypass. Both County Cllr Brooks and District Cllr Quinn will investigate.
d) A resident said there needs to be more signage at the Tyneham junction.
e) The road by the War Memorial needs to be resurfaced as it was dug up by the Water Board.
f)    Due to the new railway franchise, Wool Station will no longer be manned. It was asked if due to this reason, if the toilets and waiting room will be closed. County Cllr Brooks will look into this.
g) Cllr Pinnock said there has been so many changes recently and it was becoming a village of strangers. He suggested an event where a rota could be organised to open up people’s gardens for a village gathering. It was suggested to have a discussion about the item after the Parish Council meeting has formally closed.
