HOw TO rEPOrT...
SCAM TExTS & MObiLE CALLS
It’s never been more important to
protect yourself from scam calls and
texts. Criminals often impersonate
legitimate organisations in an attempt
to dupe their victims and leave them
out of pocket. So it’s important to be
extra cautious if you receive a text
message about a parcel you may be
expecting, for example, or a call
claiming to be from your bank.

Research found that eight out of 10 in
people experienced some form of
phone scam last summer but fewer
than two in 10 get reported to
relevant authorities.

iNTErNET SCAMS AND PHiSHiNg
Report misleading websites, emails,
phone numbers, phone calls or text
messages you think may be suspicious.

Do not give out private information
(such as bank details or passwords),
reply to text messages, download
attachments, or click on any links in
emails if you’re not sure they’re genuine.

tales from the chalkstream
It’s been a while since my last update.
The local birdlife continues to be busy
and we have had various chicks raised
by the local moorhen and duck
families. Indeed we seem to have
ducklings of various ages and sizes
running around at present – one of
them runs so fast its feet look like
those of the cartoon Roadrunner! 

A month or so ago, I also witnessed
an unusual squabble between two
adult moorhens – most likely over
territory at this time of year. Usually
one will give ground, but if not, then
they have a distinctive way of settling
disputes – a kicking contest! Though
it mostly descends into a bit of
pushing and shoving with each sitting
on the ground, while flapping their
legs at each other. Neither came to
any real harm when it was all over,
though the larger of the two seemed
to come off a little worse and had a
slight limp for a day or two!

Apparently, this ‘disagreement’ could just as easily have been between two
females as two males – very ‘equal opportunities’! (The males do most of the
incubating back at the nest which the female typically guards.)

The extended hot spell (under-statement!) has been accompanied by a long
dry spell with almost no rain. As a result, unfortunately there is only a slight
trickle of water running through the stream at present (although this will be
supplemented a little by our natural springs).  One beneficiary of the hot
weather, however, has been the wide range of butterflies which can be seen
around Frog Lane and the allotments, and not only the variety but also the
sheer number that the weather has encouraged.  

Those identified include the usual
Large White, Small White and Green-
Veined White – all in an abundance
almost matched by the number of
Gatekeepers. Others include the
Speckled Wood, the Ringlet, the
Comma, Meadow Brown, Brimstone,
and of course Red Admiral and Painted
Lady. One I definitely had to look up
was the Small Skipper – bright orange
and a broad, hairy body. I am no
expert – apparently this one is fairly
common, but it’s the first time I have
properly recognised it!

Many are mothers who have left
husbands behind, but brought
children with them and who are
now on summer holidays having
started at Mayhill, Robert Mays, or
are waiting for the Alton College
autumn term to begin. Some 
are housewives, several have
professional careers in finance,
local government or in national
companies; they have IT, admin,
engineering skills.

Offers of help, invitations, gladly
received. Bridget Bell (email
bridgetnbell@gmail.com) will pass
them to Helen, the Benefice youth
pastor, who has been helping co-
ordinate Benefice-wide support for
Ukrainian refugees.

I wonder what
makes home
really home for
you? When you
arrive back after

a time away on holiday or business,
what makes you exhale deeply and
smile on the inside? I was chatting
recently to a new Ukrainian friend
about being able to go home and visit
my parents – something they all miss
being able to do right now.

My parents still live in the house I grew
up in! I kick off my shoes, give my
parents a hug, make a cup of coffee
and curl up on a favourite chair that
I’ve been curling up on since I was five
or six years old. The place smells like
home. Sounds like home. Looks like
home. We feel safe and loved. When
we can’t be home, can’t experience
that feeling of absolute security, then a
little part of us is missing.

In the last few months I have been
humbled by this question, as we have
worked as a church to support over 30
families opening up their homes to
Ukrainian guests fleeing from incredibly
scary circumstances in their own
homes. What makes somewhere
home? I have been blown away by the
way communities across the benefice
have opened their arms and welcomed
people they’ve never met before from
a different culture, who speak a
different language… Have made our
community ‘home’.

Just as a taster of what has been going
on, All Saints’ Odiham have been
hosting daily English lessons in church
for around 12 guests, and the local
community have put up with us
regularly descending on the village to
practise our skills. And, just yesterday
evening [14th July] Herriard Church
hosted a wine and nibbles party, where
it was such a joy to watch people from
very different countries and cultures
chat together, teenagers who’ve left all
their support networks laugh together,
children whose childhood has been
ripped away from them playing football
with their new school friends… 

As I stood slightly apart from the
group on that lovely sunny summer’s
evening, listening to the laughter and
watching the love and compassion
being shared, I wondered whether I
was glimpsing a tiny taste of heaven.
Our world is filled with situations and
stories that could make us weep but,
despite the heart-breaking
circumstances of why many of the
people were there, all I sensed was love
and peace. As I stood there, all I could
think of was the promise made to us in
the Bible about what is to come. 

In Revelation, right at the end of the
Bible, it says: ‘Then I saw a new
heaven and a new earth… He will wipe
away every tear from their eyes. There
will be no more death, sadness, crying,
or pain. All the old ways are gone.’

We may not be fleeing from our homes
or leaving loved ones behind, but we
all have times in our lives when we feel
lost and without roots or security,
caught in a whirlwind we don’t quite
know how to navigate, overwhelmed
by life and its ability sometimes to deal
us and others we care for a rough
hand. I pray for each of us who are
going through those times, that God
will ‘wipe away every tear’ and you will
find your way home. 

But finally, I want to sincerely thank
everyone who has been involved in
making this little corner of North
Hampshire a glimpse of heaven (well,
we knew that already, didn’t we!) for
our new guests over the last few
weeks. And, in what has become the
new Ukrainian blessing, I wish you
peaceful skies!

PUbLiC if THEy COLLiDE
wiTH, Or COME ACrOSS,
AN iNjUrED DEEr 
Police advice is that they should be
the first to be contacted and not
charities / animal welfare groups who do not have sufficient resources.
The police can task vets and/or an organisation called UK Deer & Track
who can humanely despatch the animal if required. Trying to contact
other organisations can lead to delays and extend suffering. 

The information below is taken from Rural Times (Aug 2021), the article
is aimed at the New Forest but the process applies across the county, and
nationally in terms of contacting the relevant police force or constabulary.

To note PCSO Andy Jones’ advice to call 999 for any incident
happening in real time, units will deploy when they can

if you see an injured deer on the roadside?
- Pull over at a safe place
- Call Hampshire Constabulary via 101
- Giving as precise a location as you can (eg via use of What3Words)
- Hampshire Constabulary will deal with the situation and have access to

specialist officers
- Do not try to assist or move the deer as this can put you in danger.

if you hit a deer While driVinG, youre Priorities
in this order are
- Keep yourself and anyone with you as safe as you can
- Park your car in the safest place with hazard lights on
- Call an ambulance if required for any injuries to people
- Call Hampshire Constabulary via 999 immediately. 

if a deer has been hit & is aliVe & still Visible at roadside
- It is best not to approach, it may run across traffic causing another

accident
- Do not move or handle live deer, this needs a trained specialist. Do not

place it in your car
- Call Hampshire Constabulary via 999 immediately
- Giving as precise a location as you can (eg via use of What3Words)
- They will deal with the situation and have access to specialist officers.

Dorothy Ireland, Trustee/Director of British Deer Society (BDS) and
Chairman of the Wessex branch of BDS, said: ‘In Hampshire, there are
about 40 humane animal dispatchers, who are volunteers, and are qualified
and experienced in dealing with an injured deer or other large animal on
the roadside...’
