Alcohol has recently been seized by the
neighbourhood police team from youths in the
Hermitage area.

Burglaries are likely to take place in the summer
months, by opportunist burglars looking for
insecure windows and doors, so leaving your
doors unlocked, even while you're in the garden
or upstairs, is taking a risk.
