Following a call into 101 by a concerned
resident regarding drug related activity

from vehicles parking up in the lay-bys,
patrols were stepped up along School
Lane during late afternoons at the start of
December.

Three vehicles were stopped and
searched and two people were issued
Community Resolutions after being found
with cannabis.
