
MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF BORDEN GATE PARISH COUNCIL
MEETING 44 HELD ON 27.07.2022 AT HOCKWORTHY VILLAGE HALL AT 7.30PM

1. Apologies accepted:  A Brown, L Delafield Cook
2. Declarations of interest – D Southward Item 5c as applicant
3. Minutes of the meeting held 18/05/2022 were unanimously approved and were signed as a true and correct record by the Chairman H Bainbridge.
4. Matters Outstanding
a. Chimney Down S106 – It was proposed by M Williams and seconded by T Bainbridge and unanimously agreed to increase the amount required to £200 for the required signage for Chimney Down. The Clerk to proceed. Consultation with the public using Facebook, noticeboards etc. Working Group to meet in due course.
b. Jubilee – The Chairman praised all those involved in the Jubilee Beacon Lighting Event which was well received and enjoyed by the community. It was jointly organised by the Parish Council, Hockworthy Church and Hockworthy Village Hall. 
Hockworthy Village Hall organised the BBQ. £60 was raised and donated to the Devon Air Ambulance.
The Jubilee mugs proved popular and 35 were sold, with the profits going to the defibrillator appeal. A single mug remains, and this will be used as a prize in a photo prize draw on Facebook. It was proposed and seconded with the approval of postage costs if necessary.
Jubilee Tree planting plaques – Huntsham and Hockworthy plaques at a total approximate cost of £68.15 was proposed by M Williams and seconded by T Bainbridge and was approved*. Clayhanger yet to decide.
c. Parish Paths Partnership (P3) – The Clerk spent a morning surveying paths in Clayhanger with the Devon County PROW officer. The County Council will be liaising directly with landowners to make the necessary improvements which had previously been reported to the Council or noted when surveyed. The overgrowth on Hockworthy bridleway 4 has also been reported.
d. Defibrillator – The money has now been raised to purchase the defibrillator to be situated at Staple Cross. It was proposed by J Heard and seconded by M Williams and approved to proceed with the purchase as per the quote circulated – net cost £1,315.00* (£650 of expenditure covered by S137). It is expected that the installation cost will be covered by a further donation. A quote of £285 has been received. The Clerk will report to the Council if there is any change to this. 
* Resolved that the Council in accordance with its powers under section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972 should incur the following expenditure which, in the opinion of the Council, is in the interests of the area or its inhabitants and will benefit them in a manner commensurate with the expenditure.

Cllr Norton informed the Council that the changes bring Mid Devon in line with the policies of Councils across Devon. 
9. Correspondence – Letter from Huntsham resident seeking clarification about parking cars on Chimney Down beyond the usual parking areas. The Council asked the Clerk to reply explaining the legislation and the damage that occurs from the inappropriate parking of vehicles.
    A donation of £10 had been received from a Clayhanger resident in support to the defibrillator appeal.

M Williams reported on Devon County’s work on the road to Uplowman which is now greatly improved. White lining has also been observed around the parishes.
