Came and Co insurance agreed.  The broker recommended Inspire with a long term agreement of 3 years, expiring in May 2021, at premium of £408.23.

Cllr Crother’s explained the issues around the claiming of S106 for a piece of play area equipemnt.  The outstanding money allocated to Folke can only be paid in a specific identified areas and not as one sum.  Therefore the PC are not able to use the money for a single item.

It was agreed that the Clerk would write to Magna Housing to look into repairing the bench at Rosyln Crescent which is on their land.
