Report from Councillors attending meetings on behalf of the Parish Council
11.1
Cllr L Dolder attended WDDC meeting on 2nd May.  The process for the transferee to a single unitary authority were discussed.  There is an expectation that PC’s will be given more authority as a result.  Discretionary services such as delegated Public conveniences, tourisms, street cleaning, arts and cultural organisations will no longer be supported centrally.  It was suggested that these services could be financially supported by PC increasing their precepts.  This motion did not receive support from those present.  There is a meeting in June to discuss the way forward.  Councillor numbers will decrease from 176 to 82 councillors.  The holding and distribution of S106 monies was unclear and PC’s were encourage to utilize any money available on projects as soon as possible. 


It was agreed that the Clerk would circulate the S106 claim form to Councillors to consider potential projects for Folke.  Cllr Lawrence indicated that there was potential to top up projects with the Leisure development fund, information passed to Cllr L Dolder.

· Paperless council – getting award.  Over £56,000 per year saving.

· DWP – to ask residences to help the fight against fly tipping.- road shows happening.
